Preparation is already un-
derway in the Office of the
Richardson County Clerk for
the Statewide Primary Election,
which will be held on May 15,
2012. Candidates who wish to
have their names included on
the ballot for an office may file
beginning on Dec. 1, 2011. Fil-
ing deadlines are as follows:
Incumbents for all offices to be
nominated at the May 15, 2012
election must file by Monday,
Feb. 15, 2012; non-incumbents
must file by Monday, March
1, 2012. It is also important to
note that an incumbent is any-
one serving an elective office,
even if they are filing for an of-
fice other than the one in which
they are presently serving, they
are required to file by 5 p.m. on
the incumbent deadline.

Village Board of Trustees,
County Weed Board members
and members of the ESU#4 fil-
ing deadlines are July 15, 2012
for incumbents and Aug.2,2012
for non-incumbents.

Dec. 2, 2011, was the dead-
line for a candidate and/or a
registered voter to change their
party affiliation so as to affiliate
with the political party that they
would name in their candidate
filing form.

Receipts from the treasurer
of the respective political sub-
division for the payment of fil-
ing fees must accompany the
filing form when filed in the
office of the Secretary of State
or County Clerk before the fil-
ing will be accepted. National,
State and County offices require
a statement of financial interests
be filed along with the candi-
date filing form, which is then
forwarded to the Accountability
and Disclosure Commission.

SE Nebraska
radon levels
exceed EPA
guidelines

Data collected by Nebraska
Health and Human Services
System’s Radon Program in-
dicates that between 60-83%
of the homes in Southeast Ne-
braska that have been tested for
radon have produced results
above the recommended ac-
tion level of 4 pCi/L set by the
United States Environmental
Protection Agency. The average
pCi/L rates for Southeastern Ne-
braska are as follows: Johnson
County: 10.8; Nemaha County:
11.6; Pawnee County: 6.9; and
Richardson County: 9.9.

While these results are not
unexpected, the elevated levels
are, nonetheless, of concern to
health officials because exten-
sive studies have linked radon
to an increased risk for the de-
velopment of lung cancer. Ra-
don has been identified as the
second leading cause of lung
cancer (behind smoking). In
fact, the National Academy of

Dog park has citizens howling

Members of the city council responded to citi-
zens’ concerns when they voted Monday night,
Dec. 5, to rescind a motion that would have placed
a proposed dog park north of the sand volleyball
area at Stanton Lake.

The council voted 5-2 to rescind the motion,
with Jerry Oliver and Ryan Rieschick voting no.
With the action, the dog park will be located south
of the lake and thus away from residential sites.

Mel Voegele and Cheryl Werner, who live at
2626 Clifton, across the street east of the north
site, objected on several grounds. Voegele said he
wasn’t aware of the project until he read about it
in the Journal and was “shocked,” especially that
residents who live so close by were “not contact-
ed.” He said he and Werner found it hard to be-
lieve the council would vote to locate a dog park
across the street from a residential area. “Which of
you would want that next door to you?” he asked.
“You don’t understand what we’ll go through.”

Originally, the park was being planned for south
of the lake. But at their previous meeting in No-
vember, the council voted 4-3 in favor of the north
location.

Werner suggested that a dog park might be more
suitable at the Humane Society location, east of
Falls City on Highway 159. Councilman Mike
Moore said he had inquired and learned that space
did not exist at that location.

Voegele and Werner said they did not oppose
the concept of a dog park. He wondered what a
park across the street from their home would “do
to property values.”

“We hope you will reconsider,” Werner said.

Their neighbor to the south, Guenther Husse-
noeder, said he supported his neighbors’ concerns.
A dog park, he said, is an excellent idea, but the
location deserved reconsideration. Hussenoeder
said the solution would be the original south loca-
tion.

In his mayor’s report, Tim Hersh thanked the
council for working with him to resolve issues
during his first year in office. “I appreciate that,”
the mayor said.

Also on Monday night, the council:

—Voted to approve an ordinance to expand
the Park Board from three to five members. The
council decided to waive the rule calling for three
readings of the ordinance.

—Considered a request from Cecil Bacon to in-
definitely live in a camper at 623 Pacific (forced
to move his camper to Falls City because of the
Big Lake flooding). The council voted to okay
continuing the waiver for another year.

— Approved a special designated liquor license
for a holiday party at Prichard Auditorium on Jan.
13.

— Appointed Robert Aitken to the Community
Redevelopment Authority.

—Heard a report from Clerk/Treasurer Gary
Jorn, who said two different shifts of city workers
have volunteered for snow removal duty. This ar-
rangement, Jorn said, worked very well last win-
ter. Jorn noted that maintenance at Prichard Audi-
torium is a major item for the city. He asked that
those using the auditorium not attempt repairs, but
instead contact the city.

I have decided to do this communication as a “Letter to the Edi-
tor” and not include it in our weekly Ballpark ad because, 1) I am
not sure I am speaking for our entire committee, and, 2) I am not
sure what to say or what to think because I have a question which
is bothering me a lot. My question is “does this community really
want new ball fields . . . or doesn’t this community really care”??

As I write this on Sunday evening (12/11), I have to tell you I do
not believe the community really cares! At least that is certainly be-
ing demonstrated by your lack of contributions . . . and I have to tell
you, my heart is very heavy!

FYI, through last Saturday (12/10), we have received cash and
commitments totaling $1,336,860, against our budget of $1,765,000.
This means we are at 75.7% of our budget. However, our challenge
lies in the next number . . . and that is the $428,140 we still need to
raise!

Okay, my friends, let me now give you some very sad statistics and
this is obviously the reason my heart is heavy. While $1,336,860
is certainly a nice amount, it has come from only 51 Donors, and 8
(15.7%) of those Donors live out of town! And, probably even more
disappointing is that last week (12/5 through 12/10), we received
gifts from only 9 Donors and 3 (33.3%) of those live out of town!
And, now let me give you one more statistic. Of the $1,336,860
received to date, $1,050,000 or 78.5% has come from 7 Donors!
Disappointing? Yes, I would certainly say so!!

Pretty clear, isn’t it? Hard as our committee has worked since we
began our fund raising efforts on approximately October 1 (almost
2 1/2 months ago), our citizens have not been supportive and, if this
trend does not change immediately, we are clearly doomed for fail-
ure . . . and with that, we will soon be returning $1,336,800 of cash
and pledges to our Donors. The reason being that we have promised
our Donors a “specific project,” and we will not be able to provide
that unless we are fully funded.

I would now like to share some personal feelings. After I finished
my term as your Mayor (a job I worked very hard at for the bet-
terment of Falls City), I volunteered to assure a leadership role in
this project. I have spent 10 months and countless hours working
on the project with an excellent small volunteer committee totaling
7. With the exception of raising the necessary funds, every single
aspect of the project has been professionally completed, and we are
ready to go! I have personally pledged a six-figure amount (as have
some others) to the project. I love this community and the people
in it, and I have developed a great passion for the project because
I know it is right and sometime it will have to be dealt with, be-
cause our aging ballparks are in very poor condition . . . and you all
know that! And finally, these ball fields represent that one remain-
ing piece of this town’s exceptional infrastructure which we need to
fix. Everything else has been done!

Now, and having said these things, I have concluded that if this
community doesn’t care, I certainly do not know why I should care!
Folks, 43 local Donors in 2 1/2 months is simply not nearly enough
and is just not right! In fact, to me it delivers a clear message and
that message is not good!

Therefore, I will tell you I am having serious concerns about this
project, and based on my current feelings, I am also having serious
misgivings about my pledge of $150,000. In fact, I am a breath
away from withdrawing my pledge . . . and will likely do so unless
we see an immediate increase in numbers of local Donors! And,
frankly, this week will very likely key my decision.

LINCOLN--Robert Louis
Stevenson, the 19th century
Scottish poet and author, is re-
membered for his lilting verses
for children and his adventure
tales like “Treasure Island” and
“Kidnapped,” not particularly
for political commentary.

But he once wrote some-
thing that comes to mind in light
of the latest round of complaints
by critics of GOP presidential
hopeful Mitt Romney that the
former Massachusetts governor
is a flip-flopper for articulating
different views on a number of
issues.

“To hold the same views
at 40 that we held at 20,” Ste-
venson wrote, “is to have been
stupefied for a score of years.”

The Scottish writer, of
course, was not running for pub-
lic office in 21st century Amer-
ica, where politicians—and
the people who advise them—
seem to put a premium on never
changing your mind. So much
s0, in fact, that politicians some-

times go to great lengths at-
tempting to persuade voters that
they haven’t actually changed
their minds when clearly they
have.

A case in point: Grover
Norquist, president of Ameri-
cans for Tax Reform, whose an-
ti-tax pledge by one count was
signed by all but six House Re-
publicans. Many of them appear
to fear the damage at the polls
Norquist and his merry band
could cause if they back away
from that pledge, despite the fact
that in the views of many, their
intransigence is a major factor in
congressional gridlock.

So why isn’t it OK for pol-
iticians —or others in public life,
for that matter—to change their
minds on important issues of the
day?

To be sure, voters aren’t
likely to be favorably impressed
by the wishy-washy candidate
who seems never to take a stand
until the polling data are in to
tell him what voters think. Nor
are they likely to appreciate the
candidate whose changes of
heart on issues appear to smack
of political opportunism.

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But what if new informa-
tion comes to light on issues of
the day?

What if the nation —or state
or community or school district
or Natural Resources District,
for that matter—faces a differ-
ent set of circumstances now
compared to when a policymak-
er first articulated her views?

What if a politician just
plain changes his mind?

Voters could reasonably
expect such a politician to offer
a plausible explanation for such
a change. Some may find the
explanation convincing; others
won’t.

But to freeze our public of-
ficials into one side of an issue
or another, never entertaining
the possibility of change, is to
oversimplify most of the com-
plex issues we ask our elected
officials to deal with and to run
the risk of electing people who,
in Stevenson’s words, have been
“stupefied” into holding the
same views forever.

Reading Assessment Results
By Governor Dave Heineman

Dear Fellow Nebraskans:

The State of Nebraska began statewide reading assessments
two years ago so that parents, citizens,
school boards, superintendents, prin-
cipals, teachers and elected officials
could compare results from one dis-
trict to another. This data can be very
helpful in improving both student and
school academic achievement perfor-
mance.

In the spring of every year, students
are tested in grades 3-8 and 11. The
students who met or exceeded the read-
ing assessment standards in all grades
increased from 69% in 2010 to 72%
this year. I would like to congratulate
all of our schools that have excelled in
reading assessment for 2011 and focus
on our high school performance.

For purposes of comparison, the school districts are reported
by their sports classification. Among the 27 Class A public high
schools, the top five reading assessment scores were for 2011 were
Millard West, Papillion LaVista South, Lincoln East, Millard North
and Papillion LaVista.

In Class B, the top five high schools were Norris, Elkhorn South,
Bennington, Gretna and Aurora. There were eight schools that had
significant improvement in their scores from 2010 to 2011. Those
were Blair, Grand Island Northwest, Gretna, Hastings, Nebraska
City, Norris, Sidney and York.

Since there are more high schools in Class C-1 and C-2 than in
Class A or B, I have identified the top 10 high schools in C-1 and
C-2. For C-1, the top 10 reading assessment scores in 2011 were
Arlington, Centennial, Wayne, Fillmore Central, Logan View, Syra-
cuse, Ainsworth, Conestoga, Chadron and Milford.

The most improved C-1 scores from 2010 to 2011 were Arling-
ton, Battle Creek, Centennial, Centura, Chadron, Conestoga, Cozad,
Fairbury, Fillmore Central, Logan View, Madison, Syracuse and
Wayne.

In C-2, the top10 reading assessment scores in 2011 were Her-
shey, Palmyra, Crofton, Elmwood-Murdock, Chase County, Ponca,
Laurel-Concord, Ravenna, West Holt and Thayer Central.

The most improved C-2 scores from 2010 to 2011 were Blue
Hill, Chase County, Crofton, Dundy County, Humboldt-Table Rock,
Morrill, Oakland-Craig, Plainview, Ponca, Ravenna, Southern Val-
ley, Superior, Thayer Central, Twin River, Wakefield and Weeping
Water.

Among smaller schools, the top 10 reading assessment scores
in 2011 were Bertrand, Bloomfield and Loomis with a 100% score.
The next seven were Johnson Brock, High Plains Community,
Cody-Kilgore, Maxwell, Kenesaw, Howells and Sterling.

The most improved small schools scores were Anselmo-Merna,
Bertrand, Cedar Bluffs, East Butler, Elm Creek, High Plains Com-
munity, Kenesaw, Loomis, Maxwell, Mead, Pawnee City, Pender,
Shelby, Southwest and Sterling. For privacy concerns, federal law
does not allow education data to be reported publicly if a high school
class has 10 or less students.

Seeking wayfinding system upgrade

met with the project engineering
team of Kirkham Michael and
Big Muddy Workshop, one im-
portant item of discussion was
a wayfinding system upgrade to
better inform passersby and pe-
destrians, with the goal of direct-
ing them to the main business
core in downtown Falls City.

Successful wayfinding will not
only allow increased foot traffic
and sales to downtown business
owners, but will allow the com-
munity to point out landmarks,
unique attractions and other
points of interest in Falls City.

A wayfinding system is simple
but impactful, as it is nothing
more than just placing direc-
tional signs in appropriate plac-
es directing people towards dis-
tricts or attractions. The overall
group consensus was that Falls
City could use a combination of
larger signs for highway travel-
ers and smaller signs for inside
the Downtown District itself, for
the pedestrian shopper/visitor.

Together the group came up
with a preliminary list of places
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to include on the signs as impor-
tant destinations:

Richardson County Court-
house, Prichard Auditorium, Li-
brary & Arts Center, Richardson
County Museum, Shopping Dis-
trict, Public Parking, City Hall,
Jug Brown Stadium and the
Aquatic Park.

Though wayfinding upgrades
and sign placement are in infan-
cy stages, it’s exciting to imag-

ine what the final project will be
as the project will really take-off
in the spring of 2012. Final way-
finding decisions will be made
once location, design and high-
lights are agreed upon.

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iron is plentiful in the soils in our re-
gion and is available to trees growing
in soils with a pH of 5.0 to 6.5. In soils
with a pH of 7.0 (neutral) or higher,
iron is converted to an insoluble form
that is less available to growing plants.
High levels of copper, manganese or
zinc in the soil and excessive applica-
tions of phosphorus fertilizer will also
contribute to the problem. Treatment
of iron chlorosis can be expensive so if
you are planting new trees, selection of
trees that are less affected by low iron
availability is recommended.

Iron is very important in produc-
ing chlorophyll, the green pigment in
leaves. If there is an iron deficiency,
less chlorophyll is produced and a yel-
lowing of leaves occurs. On decidu-
ous trees, the leaf veins remain green
while the area between the veins is
yellow-green to yellow. Leaves that
emerge later in the year may be smaller
and more yellow. Under severe cases
the leaves may turn white and finally
brown. If left untreated, branches may
dieback and the tree may eventually
die after several years.

How do I know if my tree has iron
chlorosis and what can I do about it?
Soil testing is the easiest method to de-
termine your soil pH and other nutri-
ents available to the tree. This should
be done before any treatment for iron
chlorosis. Take soil samples to about
a 6-8 inch depth at several locations
around the tree and mix together. You
need about a pint of soil for testing.
While the University of Nebraska Soil
Testing Laboratory is not open any-
more, the Nemaha County Extension
office has a list of commercial labora-
tories.

If a high soil pH is confirmed there
are several methods to provide iron to
your tree. Adding iron through foliar
application, soil amendments, trunk
injection and trunk implantation are
methods of treatment. If a rapid re-
sponse is needed, foliar application
may be applied to the leaves when the
tree is fully leafed out. Soil treatment
by adding iron, in the form of ferrous
sulfate and also lowering the pH with
the addition of sulfur is a more perma-
nent way of correcting iron chlorosis;
unfortunately it is more difficult. You
need to drill several holes in the soil,
add the mixture of ferrous sulfate and
sulfur and cap them off with soil. For
best results, treat the soil in the spring.
Iron compounds may also be injected
or implanted into the trunk to correct
the problem. These treatments should
be applied in May or June for best
results. If you have trees that were a
problem last year, be on the watch this
spring and treat them if needed. Later
treatments are often not as effective.

Our Wants & Needs

Materialism is defined as an “interest in
and desire for money, possessions, etc,
rather than spiritual or ethical values;” more
distinctly, “a tendency to consider material
possessions and physical comfort as more
important than spiritual values.” This
philosophy of life is destructive and
insatiable. It blinds us to what we have
around us. It calls us to long for what is
over the next hill. When we reach it,
another hill rises in the distance and we just
have to keep running.

We seek happiness but we cannot find it
because it is obscured by a lust for
something new. Fulfillment becomes an
unobtainable dream. We hunger for what we
cannot have because our worldview is
tainted. Bertolt Brecht (1898-1956, German
poet, playwright and theatre director) said,
“What a miserable thing life is: you’re living
in clover, only the clover isn’t good
enough.”

“Unhappiness and materialism are mutually
reinforcing mechanisms.”// We run after
that which we cannot catch.

Quite often, today’s parents exist in a
whirlwind of activity and their children
largely raise themselves. In order to keep
their offspring’s anger and resentment at
bay, parents try to fill the void with things.
Hoping to appease their children, they keep
buying in a relentless pursuit of absolution.

Yet, it cannot be done. It is another of
Satan’s lies (John 8:44).
“Not  surprisingly, kids who are

overindulged materially tend to have the
worst relationships with their parents.
Money can’t buy love, but it sure seems to
finance some serious familial discord.”/2

“In Born to Buy,” one of the most
comprehensive analyses of consumerism in
kids, professor Juliet Schor explains that the
more kids buy into the commercial culture,

the more likely they are to suffer from
depression, anxiety, headaches, stomach
aches and boredom. Adolescents with more
materialistic values are more likely to
engage in risky behavior, such as smoking,
drinking and illegal drug use. They are more
likely to suffer personality disorders like
narcissism, separation anxiety, paranoia and
attention deficit disorder.”/3

The only answer is to renounce the
Western obsession with materialism and
seek a better way. God calls us to simplicity
and a spiritual mindset that rises above this
world and its trappings.

Money is not the answer to fulfillment
because it takes our eyes off of God (Luke
12:16-21; Exodus 20:3). We need to learn
to discern between wants and needs and we
must seek fulfillment in healthier venues.
“Now godliness with contentment is great
gain. For we brought nothing into this world,
and it is certain we can carry nothing out.
And having food and clothing, with these we
shall be content” (1 Timothy 6:6-8).

In Matthew 6:25-34, Jesus tells us that
He will take care of us. The conflict comes
when we are not satisfied with what He
gives us. To resolve this conflict, we must
learn to develop a spiritual mindset on
wealth, as found in God’s Word (1 Timothy
6:10). Like everything in our lives, money
is to bring glory to God, not ourselves
(Ephesians 3:20-21). From this perspective,
everything else is easier to understand.

Recruiting is always a critical component of a college football pro-
gram, and the time between the end of the regular season and the bowl
game is an important time for coaches to contact prospects. With the holes
in Nebraska’s roster, especially on a defense which will lose its three big-
gest stars in Jared Crick, Lavonte David and Alfonzo Dennard, this
December is extra important for the NU staff. Injuries, departures, and
miscalculations in player evaluation have left a shortage of talent. Specifi-
cally the linebacker and cornerback positions are in need of help.

Coming into December NU’s 2012 recruiting class stood at eight play-
ers, but that dropped by one after New Orleans, La. linebacker Deion
Jones flipped his pledge to LSU.

Then defensive coordinator Carl Pelini took the head coaching posi-
tion at Florida International University which left some uncertainty with
defensive recruits.

As of press time Bo Pelini had not named a new defensive coordina-
tor, but all recruits have been made aware that Pelini’s own presence in the
defensive meeting rooms will likely increase moving into 2012. For the
most part, that has lessened the fears of prospects. However, committed
linebacker Zaire Anderson (6-1/220) of Riverside (CA) CC did take an
official visit to Texas Tech during the weekend of Dec. 10.

The Huskers did receive some good news, though, when Rivals.com
three-star linebacker Thomas Brown (6-2/212) of Gardena, CA, gave his
pledge. Brown, Rivals’ No. 28-ranked inside linebacker prospect nation-
ally was excited about his decision.

“I had been thinking about it for a while as far as academics is con-
cerned,” Brown said. “The whole scheme, how they play football, and
what they have for me to experience. Not get away, but to experience
something new. Nebraska is a great university to be at.

Brown comes from Gardena’s perennial power Junipero Serra high
school and chose NU over Arizona St., Colorado and Utah among others.

Of NU’s three commits, Brown projects at the middle linebacker spot
with Anderson and Kansas City’s Michael Rose (6-0/230) likely to play
outside. It appears that the Huskers will be looking for one more prospect
from among a strong group of Quanzell Lambert (6-3/240) of Sickler-
ville, NJ, Jared Afalava (6-1/210) of South Jordan, Utah, Brian Nance
(6-1/210) of Euless, Texas and T.J. Neal (6-1/225) of McKeesport, Pa.

Lambert is the biggest target remaining, both in stature and profile. He
has narrowed his list to NU, Iowa and home-state Rutgers, and has also
visited Oklahoma and Northwestern officially and cancelled a Dec. 9 visit
to Alabama. Bo Pelini was the first head coach to make an in-home visit
with Lambert, which shows how serious the Huskers are about their pur-
suit. Lambert is scheduled to announce during the first week of January.

Nance comes from perennial power Trinity High, and was thought to
be a strong lean to Oklahoma. He will be making an official visit to Lin-
coln Dec. 16 along with his teammate, defensive end Polo Manukainiu
(6-6/256) who is also considering Utah, Oregon State and UCLA.

Rivals rates Nance as the No. 140 player nationally at all positions and
the No. 9 outside linebacker. He will play in the U.S. Army All-American
Bowl in early January, and will announce his choice during the game.

Nance told Rivals.com, “I’m choosing between Arkansas, USC, Bay-
lor, Nebraska and probably a fifth one too.” There is some concern about
his ability to qualify academically, though.

Afalava, a 247Sports.com four-star prospect, also received an in-home
visit from Nebraska linebackers coach Ross Els. Afalava visited Wash-
ington Dec. 9 and will be in Lincoln Dec. 16. UCLA, Oregon, Utah and
Oregon State are also under consideration, but coach Els made a strong
impression on Afalava’s mother, Kay.

“Mom now likes Nebraska because we were very impressed with
coach. I like their educational ethics, and their facilities blew us away,”
she told HuskerOnline.com.

At this point, Neal would seem to be a secondary option if NU strikes
out on the other three. He is also considering West Virginia and Syra-
cuse.

At defensive back, the top target right now is Mo Seisay (6-2/200) of
Eastern Arizona Junior College. Seisay has narrowed his choices to Ne-
braska and Arkansas, eliminating schools such as Florida State and Okla-
homa. He will make his decision public Dec. 20, and will enroll in January
and go through spring practice.

Seisay is such a priority for NU that Bo Pelini met with his family in
Virginia while defensive backs coach Corey Raymond continued build-
ing his bond with Seisay by visiting him at Eastern Arizona. Apparently
both visits went very well.

“My parents told me that they felt he had a strong presence and they
believe in (Pelini) and trust in what he had to say,” Seisay told Husker-
Online.com. “This bond with coach Raymond, it’s my position coach. It’s
important that me and him are close. I have respect for the guy, coming
out all the way over here, to middle of nowhere Arizona, late at night. He
doesn’t have to do that at all. That just shows that he’s here for me with
whatever decision I make. We’ll still have a great relationship.”

Another top target is LaDarrell McNeil (6-1/190) of Dallas, Texas,
who visited Lincoln Dec. 9. Initially a commit to Tennessee, McNeil will
also visit the Vols and Oklahoma St. and is considering Arkansas as well.

The visit went very, and McNeil told HuskerOnline that NU would be
in contention until the end.

“Nebraska is going to be definitely in my top choices. I can see myself
playing there.”

McNeil could play either safety or cornerback, and could easily slide
into the nickel and dime spots as well.

Another cornerback target is Amos Leggett (6-0/170) of Miami, Fla.
Grades may be an issue, as his commitment to Miami was ended by the
school in early December when they told him he would not be able to
qualify to enroll.

Leggett says that he’s qualified by NCAA standards, but can’t meet
Miami’s enrollment requirements. He visited Marshall Dec. 2, will visit
NU Dec. 16, and is also considering Ohio St., Florida St. and Vanderbilt.

SECTION 2-203 OF THE FALLS
CITY MUNICIPAL CODE; TO
ADD ADDITIONAL MEMBERS

Governing Body, and conditioned
upon the faithful performance of their
duties. At the time of the Board’s first
(1st) meeting of each year, the Board
shall organize by selecting from their
number a chairman.

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Radon 1n Richardson County

(Continued from Page 1)

Sciences estimates suggest that as many as 21,000 lung cancer deaths each
year may be attributed to radon.

Radon is a by-product of uranium that was laid down in area soils long
ago. As a gas, it is harmless when it’s dispersed in the outdoor air. But, if
it enters a home through cracks and crevices in the foundation or through
crawl spaces, it can accumulate to unsafe levels. When breathed into the
lungs, the small bursts of energy released by radon during the natural “de-
cay process” can damage DNA in lung tissue and potentially — over the
course of a lifetime — lead to the development of lung cancer.

While lung cancer is the only known health effect resulting from ex-
posure to high levels of radon, not everyone exposed to elevated levels
of radon will actually develop lung cancer. The chances of getting lung
cancer depend mostly on:

Whether you are a smoker or have ever smoked. Smoking combined
with radon is an especially serious health risk. According to Nebraska
Health and Human Services System, “Cigarette smokers may face a risk
10 times greater than that of nonsmokers because radon decay products
cling to smoke particles in the air and are inhaled.”

The amount of time you spend in your home. Of course, radon can get
into any type of building — homes, offices, and schools — and build up to
high levels. But researchers suggest that families are most likely to get
their greatest exposure at home because that’s where they spend the most
time. Current estimates indicate that Americans spend up to 65% of their
time in the home.

The amount of radon in the home. While experts agree there is no
“safe” level, generally speaking, the lower amount of radon in the home,
the lower the risk. Congress has set a long-term goal of reducing indoor
radon levels to that of outdoor levels. This is not technically feasible at
this time but radon levels in most homes can be reduced to as low as 2
pCi/L or below.

Test For Levels

According to experts, the only way to know for sure if a home has el-
evated levels of radon is to test for it. Just because one home comes up
‘high’, they say, does not mean that every home in the area is also going
to have elevated radon levels. In fact, air pressure changes that occur in
homes throughout the day — as a result of weather changes or even activi-
ties going on in the home — can cause radon levels to fluctuate, even in the
same home.

Testing homes for elevated levels of radon is simple and confidential.
Detailed instructions are included with each kit. The kits are simply placed
in an appropriate spot in the home for the designated amount of time. At
the end of the testing period, the kits are mailed to a laboratory for analysis
and results will be mailed or e-mailed directly to the homeowner, usually
within two weeks.

If elevated radon levels are discovered, homes can be fixed for a cost
similar to that of many other common home repairs — anywhere from
$1,250 to about $2,500. The technology currently available allows radon
in the indoor air to be reduced to well below the 4 pCi/L recommended by
EPA. In fact, a study released by Nebraska Health and Human Services in
2003 indicated that the average level of radon found in Nebraska homes
following a repair is 1.7 pCi/L.

Mitigation professionals are required to be licensed by the Nebraska Ra-
don Program. A list of qualified professionals is also available by calling
the Radon Program’s hotline or by visiting the program’s website.

Local residents will now be able to test their homes for radon because of
a grant provided to UNL Extension by the Nebraska Radon Program. The
grant will make do-it-yourself test kits available to local residents at no
cost. The test kits will be distributed as part of an informational meeting
(Friday, Jan. 20, 2012) being held at the following locations: Auburn: 4-H
Building, 9-10:30 a.m.; Tecumseh: American National Bank, Presidents
Room, 12-1:30 p.m. (bring a sack lunch); Pawnee City: Pawnee County
Courthouse basement, 4-5:30 p.m.; and Falls City: First United Methodist
Church basement, 7-8:30 p.m. on Friday, Jan. 20, 2012. For complete de-
