 The structure has an earthen floor and no heat, yet on a sunny but chilly Valentine’s Day 

early afternoon, the thermometer inside read 80 degrees.  And the owner-operator was dig-
ging sweet carrots.
 Oh, and he reports that the lettuce mix he recently planted has sprouted.
 All of this is happening on a farm northeast of Falls City in the middle of winter.
 Robert White is the operator of Quail Acres Farm, an example of Community Support-
ed Agriculture (CSA), which he describes as “a partnership, a relationship between a local 
farmer and consumers,” also known as “members.”  Those who don’t have a green thumb 

or the time to develop one can, in essence, use Robert’s and enjoy fresh produce (and more) 

throughout an extended growing season.
 Robert grew up on the family dairy farm (Tom and Verna White are his parents) and is a 
graduate of UNL.  He lived and worked in Lincoln most of the time after graduating from the 

University, and much of that time was spent “at a desk.”  But Robert grew tired of a “cubicle 

life” and decided the time had come to “make the move here” and return to the soil, so to 

speak.
 Last year, he built a 30 x 72-foot galvanized metal and wood structure that is covered

 The new City office building 

at 2307 Barada (former Family 
Medicine Clinic) continues to 
take shape as the City Council 
voted at their Monday, Feb. 18, 

meeting to approve two project 

requirements.
   The bid from Haug Commu-
nications, Inc., St. Joseph, MO, 
and Seneca, KS, to install a 
100-foot communications tower 
at a cost of $29,921.50 was ap-
proved. Haug estimated the labor 

to relocate the dispatch center 
from FCPD to the new building 
at $6,000. The tower is required 
for 911 communications involv-
ing dispatchers and emergency 
responders.
   Also approved was a quote 

from Kenneth Arnold Electric 
of Falls City for the purchase 
and installation of a standby au-
tomatic generator at the new fa-
cility. The bid from Arnold was 
for at total of $42,904, with the 
majority of the cost for the gen-
erator.
   The current City Hall does 
have an older generator, but it 

has been unreliable for several 

years. Should power go down, 
in a storm, for example, a gener-
ator is required to maintain 911 
and other communications.
   Clerk/Treasurer Gary Jorn said 
911-generated funds will, hope-
fully, fund, a significant amount 

of the costs. The City and Rich-
ardson County will likely split 
remaining costs, he said.
   Justin Stark of Olsson Asso-
ciates, Lincoln, briefed council 
members on the proposed 1 & 
Six Year Street Plan. Stark ex-
plained street and road improve-
ment funding and the matching 
formula for cities.  He described 
the process as an “action plan” 
that can be subject to changes in 

priorities.
   No. 1 on the project list is new 

construction basically linking 
Highway 73 with the new Com-
munity Medical Center at 3307 
Barada.  Asphalt overlays and 

armor coat projects were in the 

1-year plan, as well as work on 

Projects approved

for new City building
705 Trail, south of Falls City.  
   A public hearing was held be-
fore the Council voted to pass a 

resolution accepting the plan.
   After discussion, the Council 
voted to approve pay increases 

for part-time police dispatch-
ers.  The increases, retroactive 

to Oct. 1, 2012 (when pay in-
creases were negotiated for full-
time City employees), will bring 
the starting compensation for a 
part-time dispatcher to $10.70 
per hour.  This represents the 
same 2 1/4% increase that other 
employees received.  Part-time 

dispatchers will also receive 

holiday compensation.
   Jorn cautioned that other sea-
sonal and part-time employees 
will take note of the increase and 
that once an increase or change 
in benefits is enacted, it’s virtu-
ally impossible to rescind.

 A few weeks ago I was driving home from a wonderful girl’s day in 
Lincoln with my now 3-year-old niece Lucy who is officially a “big 

girl”. I became lost in thoughts of the little person she has become. 
She is a little dramatic like her cousin Alex, kind like her daddy, a 
girly girl like her mommy and a good eater like her Aunt Nikki. These 
thoughts trailed off into the person I have become. I am fiercely stub-
born like both of my parents, and baby sister. I can be kind like my 
Uncle Matt, and goofy like my Granny Judy and Grandma Charlotte. 
But, most of all I am almost annoyingly passionate like…hmmmm..
who? A few days later It finally hit me. I am passionate. Not like

with greenhouse-grade plastic 
(the side curtains can be dropped 
for ventilation), installed drip-
type irrigation and planted.

Robert explained 
that CSA members purchase a 
share in the farm at the beginning 
of the growing season and receive 
a weekly portion of the produce.

(approximately $11 per week for 
20 weeks), with full shares at $450.  
Egg and broiler add-ons are also 
available. This year, Robert plans 
to plant a huge variety of produce, 
from asparagus to beets, broccoli, 
corn (sweet and popcorn), cucum-
bers, garlic, kale, lettuce, peas, 
peppers, potatoes, pumpkins, spin-
ach, squash (summer and winter), 
sweet potatoes, tomatoes, turnips, 
watermelon and more.  From time 
to time, jellies, baked goods nuts, 
fruits. Honey, grapes, berries and 
flowers will be offered.
 He also markets through 
Open Harvest Grocery in Lincoln, 
where the response has been “tre-
mendous” and the Nebraska Food 
Coop that serves eastern Nebraska. 
But part of the focus in this sec-
ond year of operation is to develop 
more of a local market for his pro-
duce. “I hope to develop more of a 
market locally,” he said, as “food 
prices will go up” and his produce 
is competitive — as well as fresh 
cut and chemically free.
 At Quail Acres Farm, people 
have the opportunity to “basically 
hire me to be their gardener,” said 
Robert, adding that he continues 
to learn, in large part from his par-
ents, Tom and Verna, who know 
their way around a garden.  Robert 
described his venture as “a learning 
experience” and “fun.”  He said he 
would expand if the demand justi-
fied and would like to try growing 
strawberries, which commonly are 
heavily applied with pesticides.  
His would not be.
 CSA operations are eligible 
for government grants and thou-
sands of greenhouse structures 
have been set up across the U.S., 
Robert said. Nebraska has not 
been a leader in this sort of enter-
prise. Facilities in CSA cannot use 
any kind of heat but solar. But it 
seems to do the trick.
 Robert said tours of his opera-
tion can be arranged by appoint-
ment.

 Charlie Laux, Dawson, a 
former Richardson County Sher-
iff and Commissioner, has retired 
from his position as a corporal at 
the Tecumseh State Correctional 
Institution, ending an 11 1/2 year 
service career at the prison.
 Laux, the current Chairman 
of the Dawson Village Board, 
served as Richardson County 
Sheriff from 1987 to 1995 and 
represented the Third District as 
Commissioner from 1997 to 2001.  
His law enforcement and correc-
tions career spanned 33 years, be-
ginning in 1973 in Johnson, and 
later as a Nemaha County Deputy 
Sheriff and a police officer in 
Peru.
 At a retirement reception at 
the prison on Jan. 28, Laux was 
presented with a plaque “in rec-
ognition of over 11 years of ser-
vice with the Department of Cor-
rections.”  Approximately 40 officers attended the 
event and Laux was ceremonially “walked out” of 
the facility by Assistant Warden Bussboom and Unit 
Administrator Shawn Sherman.
 Laux was assigned to the third shift, from 10 
p.m. to 6 a.m., but often volunteered for extra duty, 
for example, when another shift was in need of ad-
ditional staffing.

A 20-year-old man pleaded not 
guilty to a pair of Class III felony 
charges last Tuesday in Richardson 
County District Court.

Cody Naber, formerly of 
Humboldt, was arraigned on two 
counts of burglary stemming 
from two separate burglaries 
that occurred near Humboldt last 
summer. 

The first incident took place 
at a cabin owned by John Cander 
located on 711 Road last July 1st in 
which several items were reported 
stolen.

The second incident occurred on 
July 4th  of last year at the home of 
Rick and Donna Dettmann, located 
north and east of Humboldt. 

Naber and the late Justin 
Kanniard reportedly stole 
ammunition and several firearms 
from the residence. Naber, who 
is a nephew to the Dettmann’s, 
and Kanniard allegedly took the 
stolen items to their house in 
Pawnee City, then went back to 
Humboldt to watch the fireworks 
celebration with the Dettmann’s. 
The items were reported stolen to 
the Richardson County Sheriff’s 
Office later that night. 

Kanniard, who was also under 
investigation, committed suicide 12 
days later when he jumped out of a 
pickup he was driving with a rope 
attached to the steering column and 
tied around his neck.

He was given credit for 71 
days served and will be eligible for 
parole in 2015.

to State Tourney

 The finality and suddenness of “win 
or go home” games wasn’t lost on any 
one with a dog, or in this case a Tiger 
or Crusader, in the fight last night in 
Nebraska City as fourth-ranked Falls 
City High and seventh-ranked Lincoln 
Christian battled each other to the bit-
ter end for the Class C1-1 district title 
and more importantly, a birth in the 
state tournament.

 The capacity crowd of 1,200, a  ma-
jority of whom were boisterous Tiger 
faithful, definitely got their monies 
worth.
 But for those in Orange and Black 
and the 14 players in home whites, the 
finality of season’s end was realized as 
Lincoln Christian edged Falls City 51-
45.  
 It was the second-straight year the 
Tigers season ended at the hands of the 
Crusaders, who defeated Falls City 58-
43 in the sub-district last February.  
 “This team was a pretty special 
group,” Falls City  High head coach 
Don Hogue said. “It’s not exactly the 
color of the plaque we wanted to go 
home with, but we just have to find a 
way to get better. We go to the district 
final four of the last six years and only 
won one of them. We’ll find a way to 
get the  job done.”

 With the benefit of hindsight, the 
Crusaders first two field goal attempts 
of the game – a pair of made 3-point-
ers, the first from Logan Power and the 
second from Trevor Colson – proved 
to be more than just the difference on 
the scoreboard, but were also a sign of 
things to come. Specifically for Col-
son, who knocked down a 3-pointer 
in the opening minutes of each of the 
first, second and third quarters.
 FCHS, however, struggled to find 
a rhythm offensively early on, but sal-
vaged the final minute of the first quar-
ter with a 6-1 spurt, highlighted by a 
sophomore-to-sophomore feed and fin-
ish from Jack Hartman to Jordy Stoller 
and senior Wade Witt sank a pair of 
free throws with one-tenth of a second 
on the clock to cut the LC lead to 17-11 
after the game’s first eight minutes. 
 LC opened the second  quarter with 
a 9-0 run and Colson’s third triple of 
the first half with three minutes left put 
his team up 31-15 and forced a timeout 
by the Tigers.

 FCHS responded with a 9-2 tear, 
highlighted by a great defensive se-
quence that led to a buzzer-beating 
lay-up by Stoller.
 Hartman’s steal from Colson cre-
ated a loose ball and started the play. 
Junior Mitchell Harling corralled the 
ball and made one of his game-high 

eight assists on a great pass ahead to  

Stoller, who scored the lay-up before 
time expired. The buzzer-beater cut 
the lead to nine, 33-24, and regained 
a little momentum as the teams headed 
in to the lockers for halftime.  
 Hogue told his team in the locker 
room to stay active offensively and 
stressed ball movement, which he felt 
they lacked early in the game.
  “We were dribbling way too much 
early on,” Hogue said. “We were try-
ing to do things that we could get away 
with against some teams, but with a 
type of team like Christian, we just had 
to get some fluidness offensively to get 
things working,” Hogue said. 
 Defensively, Hogue was pleased 
with his team’s performance in the 
first half and credited the Crusaders 
for knocking down shots. Christian 
was lights out in the first half and fin-
ished 11-of-19 from the floor, 4-for-6 
from the 3-point line and connected on 
7-of-9 free throws the first half. FCHS  
stepped it up in the second half and 
held LC to six field goals.
 “Defensively, I was pleased with 
our performance tonight. We battled 
back, but that’s what they’ve done all 
year.”

 Colson, who finished 4-for-4 from 
the three-point line and 6-of-7 from the 
floor with 18 game-high points, con-
nected on his fourth and final three 60 
seconds into the third to put Christian 
ahead 36-26, but the quarter belonged 
to the Tigers. 

 Hartman got FCHS going after Col-
son’s three, as he scored all six of his 
points in the third frame.  Wade Witt 

then drew charges on each of the next 
two Crusader possessions and Huett-
ner capped off a 10-2 Tiger run with a 
jumper from 10-feet to cut the lead to 
38-36.
 Huettner, a senior and the Tigers 

leading scorer the last two seaons, had 
a quiet first half, but scored eight of his 
ten points in the second half, despite 
picking up his fourth foul with just un-
der five minutes to play in the game. 
 LC’s Brandon Schipman scored the 
final points of the third quarter on a 
3-point play to push the lead to 41-36. 
 FCHS junior Reese Hogue, who 
led the team with six rebounds, drew 
a charge with less than 5:30 left in 
the game that led to two points from 
Huettner at the other end and cut LC’s  
lead back to three. 
 Power answered though with two 
points inside and added a pair of free 
throws to keep FCHS at bay. He fin-
ished with 15 points and seven boards.
 Harling connected on his only three 
of the contest with just over three min-
utes left in the game to bring FCHS 
back to within three, but that would 
be as close as the Tigers would get as 
the final seconds of the season ticked 
away. 
 Harling finished 2-of-11 from the 
field for six points. 
 The Tigers finished with only four 
losses this season, tied the school-re-
cord with 23 wins, matching the 2009-
10 team, and were the first team in the 
state to start  the season 13-0. The 13-0 
start also topped the 1939 FCHS team 
led by Nebraska Hall of Famer John 
“Jug” Brown.

 The senior class of Huettner, Witt, 
Mitchell Campbell and Brandt Vice 
were a part of 75 wins and Hogue com-
mended them for their hard work the 
last four years and noted in particular 
their approach to any challenge in front 
of them. 
 “They’re a special group, very 
team-oriented,” Hogue said of his se-
niors. “They are unique in the way they 

bounced back from losses. They would 
just brush it off and move forward. 
That’s something I’ve never coached 
before.”

No. 1 Irish upset, but
wildcard berth certain

 Nothing, perhaps, causes more 
emotional conflict among high 
school basketball coaches than the 
wildcard berth into the state tour-
nament. Throughout the year, they 
covet, seeming to spend as much 
time secretly stuck inside a graph-
ing calculator deciphering the 
incomprehensible mathematical 
model that is the NSAA wildcard 
point system as they do breaking 
down a 2-3 zone defense. But as the 
clandestine study sessions intensify 
during districts, the more indiffer-
ence they try to convey; as the pic-
ture increasingly comes into focus, 
oddly, the less they all proclaim to 
know. A team that knows it’s going 
to state will play its district games 
with less urgency, as the theory 
goes. The bluff ends abruptly in the 
event of a district loss. Those left 
holding wildcards are head-over-
heels in love with that sucker and 
don’t care who knows it. 
 So it is for Coach Doug Goltz 
and his Class D2 top-ranked FC Sa-
cred Heart boys’ basketball team, 
which Friday night got upset 42-
41 by Sterling in the Class D2-1 
Subdistrict Final at Norris Middle 
School. The sting of defeat was 
quickly alleviated, as 22-4 FCSH 
had already unofficially claimed 
one of two wildcard berths into 
the state tournament March 7-9 at 
Lincoln. All that’s left to decide is 
where the Irish will be seated: 2nd, 
3rd or 4th.
 “Unless I made a mistake on 

my math, I’m pretty sure when it’s 
all said and done, we’ll get one 
of the wildcards,” FCSH Coach 
Doug Goltz said. “We’ll know un-
officially Tuesday night; officially 
Wednesday morning.”  
 His math is solid. The 26-year 
coach with 521 career coaching 
victories will take a 13th team to 
the big dance in Lincoln, where he 
has directed 25 victories to just four 
defeats. He coached 19 consecutive 
state tournament victories before 
suffering a loss and the Irish won 
titles eight times, most recently in 
2008. Last year, the team lost in the 
first round for just the second time 
in Goltz’ illustrious career. Now just 
consider how gaudy those numbers 
would be had the wildcard system 
been in place throughout the 1990s, 
when FCSH failed to qualify seven 
straight years. The Irish would’ve 
earned wildcards six times during 
that span.
 “In basketball, teams lose to 
teams with worse records all the 
time,” Goltz said. “We just have to 
get back on the road and get going 
again. Our guys are disappointed, 
but there’s a lot of time between 
now and then. We’ll bounce back 
fine.”
 Coaches often derogatively 
refer to “backing in” to state with 
a wildcard berth (again, when pre-
paring a team for districts), but the 
reality is that those teams are often 
the most difficult to face in Lincoln. 
They usually come, afterall, from 
the toughest districts. As Goltz 

pointed out, nine different wild-
card teams have won state titles the 
last six years and in 2011 half the 
six Class winners were wildcard 
teams.
 “You look at the purpose of 
the wildcard,” he said. “It rewards 
teams that play a good schedule.”
 Of course, nobody is suggest-
ing FCSH, which had won nine 
straight, dating back a month, 
was in any way happy about what 
transpired Friday against a Sterling 
team it beat handily on two prior 
occassions. The Jets sat in a zone 
and dared the Irish to shoot it and 
FCSH responded by going 0-for-8 
in the first quarter and producing 
all of 12 points the first half. 
 “We didn’t attack the zone very 
well at all, especially in the first 
half,” Goltz said. “We just stood 
around too much and kind of fell 
into what they wanted to do. But 
it’s hard to beat a team three times 
and they’re a solid team.”
 The 18-7 Jets are most likely 
going to Lincoln, too, as they re-
turn to Norris tonight to play 9-15 
Dorchester. 
 Sterling is big, with four guys 
over 6-foot-3. That certainly posed 
problems for the Irish inside, where 
the Jets owned a 20-12 rebounding 
edge and held the Sacred Heart 
frontcourt tandem of Matt Goltz 
and Brady Cromer to a grand total 
of four field goal attempts. 
 But while daring the guard-

heavy and athletic Irish to fire away 
from three-point land is probably 
good strategy - it certainly paid off 
for Sterling - it’s also dangerous. 
Junior guard Chaz Dunn is just one 
of four on the floor capable of fill-
ing it up, but he was in a league of 
his own Friday and demonstrated 
in a big way what can happen to a 
zone defense against Sacred Heart. 
 Dunn made one three-pointer 
in the first half and then nailed five 
without missing in the second, al-

most single-handedly bringing the 
Irish back. With FCSH trailing 37-
30 with 4:39 to play in the game, 
Dunn drained long-range jumpers 
on three consecutive possessions 
and capped a personal 11-0 run by 
hitting both ends of a one-and-one 
with 1:32 to play, giving his team 
a 41-37 lead. Dunn’s 11 points in 
three minutes erased Sterling’s 
lead. It didn’t erase the memory of 
a 12-point half. 
 Because on Sterling’s ensu-
ing possession, 6-5 junior Kody 
Benson got to the hole, got fouled, 
made the bucket and completed a 
three-point play. The Jets then sent 
Goltz to the line, where he was 
strong on his first attempt. Sterling 
got the rebound and in the halfcourt 
ran clock, twice - at :26.9 and :6.6 - 
calling timeouts to set up a potential 
game-winner. With :2.9 remaining, 
6-5 senior Ceaton Malone caught 
a lob pass in the paint, piveted to 
his left and dumped in the bunny to 
regain the lead. Their hero wasn’t 
done - FCSH inbounded to senior 
Lane Barnhill, who dribbled the 
length of the court and penetrated 
to within 10 feet of the basket, but 
there met Malone, who blocked the 
shot. 
 What Malone and Sterling 
didn’t block — unlike those old 
days with Adams or Filley —  was a 
state tourney bid for Sacred Heart. 
 “You don’t have to be the best 
team all year,” Goltz said. “You just 
have to be the best team that week. 
And the loss to Sterling won’t af-
fect that.” 
 Spoken like a guy who holds 
all the cards.

Photo by Jason SchockBy Jason Schock
 The Class D2 fourth-ranked FC Sacred Heart 
Lady Irish basketball team didn’t need to win its 
Class D2-1 District Final game against Deshler Fri-
day night at Norris, “and they played like it,” FCSH 
Head Coach Luke Santo put it bluntly Sunday, two 
days after his team’s 43-27 loss. 
 The 23-4 Lady Irish, riding a wave of confidence 
and an 18-game winning streak that dated back to 
the holidays, led 3-2 after an Abby Magdanz three-
pointer a minute and a half into the game. They held 
the lead a minute, until Deshler’s Carlee Schardt 
answered with a three of her own — the rest was all 
Dragons. Deshler demonstrated superior patience 
and game management in humbling the Lady Irish 
in a way they’re hardly accustomed to. FCSH was 
held 20 points below its season scoring average and 
after three quarters of play had put 16 on the board, 
14 of which were courtesy of Magdanz. 
 “I hadn’t seen that team all year,” Santo said, 
referring to his squad. “Give Deshler credit, they’re 
patient, and deliberate and tough to coach against. 
But we were flat - we played with no urgency.” 
 Understandable. The outcome of that game had 
literally no bearing on Sacred Heart’s forthcoming 
trip to Lincoln. One could actually take it one step 
further - the Irish’s loss and ensuing wildcard berth 
in effect bounced top-ranked Humphrey and 6-foot 
all-stater Alyssa Frauendorfer (and her 27 ppg) 
from the party. 
 Not that they wanted to lose, of course. And it 
wasn’t a pretty loss, if there is such a thing. Desh-
ler’s best defense was its offense. FCSH couldn’t 
score because it rarely had the ball. The Lady Irish, 
trailing by 17 entering the fourth quarter, tried to 
jump-start a comeback bid with full-court trap pres-
sure - and initially it worked. Junior Ashli Jordan 
scored her first points on a jumper, followed by a 
quick turnover and freshman Maggie Goltz’ first 
bucket. But the Dragons broke the press on their 
next try and then cut the power. During a four-min-
ute span in the final period, the Lady Irish attempted 
two field goals.
 “They’ve done that to teams all year,” Santo 
said. “We tried to speed it up, but they didn’t turn it 
over.”
 The Dragons didn’t miss much, hitting 6-of-
8 from three-point land, and when they did, they 
owned the glass to the tune of 25-12. 
 “Their first five points came from offensive re-
bounds. We just did a lot of things that were out of 
character,” he said. 

 Initially, FCSH didn’t shoot 
particularly well early and after 
a traditional three-point play by 
Dragon guard Jensena Hansen 
and a 6-0 Deshler run to start 
the second quarter, it was 16-7. 
That’s plenty of cushion for the 
methodical Dragons.
 “A seven-point lead feels 
like 20 against them,” Santo 
said. 
 But that experience is over. 
The Irish 20-6 play Sandhills/
Thedford bright and early Thurs-
day at Lincoln Northeast High 
School. Friday’s 2 p.m. semifinal 
at Pershing Auditorium could 
result in a Deshler/Sacred Heart 
rematch. The Dragons have to 
first get by 17-2 Osmond. FCSH 
is a solid favorite in its opener. 

 “That game is over,” Santo 
said. “I don’t like losing but we 
can learn from it. The girls are 
embarrassed by what happened 
and they can come out Thursday 
and fix it.”
 Shooting the ball well, as 
FCSH has done most every 
night this year (35.2 percent on 
threes), is a big part of the “fix” 
he’s undoubtedly referring to.
 “That’s basketball. If you’re 
not making shots, it’s going to 
be tough. We rely on a lot of pe-
rimeter shots,” Santo said. 
 The trip to state will be Sa-
cred Heart’s 16th in the past 18 
years. The Lady Irish last won 
a state title in 2000 and last ad-
vanced to the Devaney Center 
in 2007, in Santo’s first year as 
coach. FCSH finished third the 
following year, but three trips 
since (2009, 2010, 2012) have 
been bounced out early with 
first-round losses. A year ago, 
Wynot beat the Lady Irish 55-31 
en route to a second straight D2 
title. The 22-4 Blue Devils grad-
uated five seniors last spring, 
and like FCSH, lost its District 
Final (47-34 to Osmond), but 
already had the second wildcard 
berth sewn up. Wynot faces 19-6 
Giltner and 24-1, second-seeded 
Lindsay Holy Family, at 24-1, 
takes on 18-6 Wauneta-Palisade 
on the other side of the bracket. 
 The D2 Championship is at 
2 p.m. Saturday at the Bob De-
vaney Sports Center. The third 
place game is at 2 p.m. at Lin-
coln NE High School.
 “Seedings are just numbers,” 
Santo said. “You have to go up 
there and play - that’s what it 
boils down to.”

 State Treasurer Don Stenberg 
is warning financial institutions 

and businesses to be cautious when 
cashing State of Nebraska warrants 
to protect themselves in light of re-
cent forgery attempts in Omaha. He 
also urged Nebraskans to avoid at-
tempting to cash checks if asked by 
someone unknown to them.
 An Omaha woman allegedly 
passed a forged State of Nebraska 
warrant for $4,032 at a Walmart store 

in Omaha and a $4,431 State of Ne-
braska warrant at American Nation-
al Bank in Omaha. She is alleged 
to have unsuccessfully attempted 
to pass a forged State of Nebraska 
warrant for $8,223 at American Na-
tional Bank. The charges are Class 
III felonies, each punishable by up 
to 20 years in prison.
   Stenberg emphasized that the 
State of Nebraska did not lose any 
money in the fraudulent transac-
tions. He praised his Treasury Man-
agement staff for responding quickly 
to a bank inquiry about a suspicious 
State of Nebraska warrant on Sept. 
10 and to alerting authorities as soon 
as it became clear that the warrant 
was fraudulent. Staff members said 
records showed that the number on 
the warrant called in by the bank 
matched the number of a warrant 
that had already been cashed. That 
caused concern because each war-
rant issued by the State of Nebraska 
has its own warrant number.
  Further prompting concern was 
the fact that neither the name nor 
the amount on the warrant brought 
to the attention of the Treasurer’s 
Office matched information in the 

Treasurer’s system.
   Stenberg said businesses and 
financial institutions should be par-
ticularly alert to unusual circum-
stances when presented with State 
of Nebraska warrants and should 
familiarize themselves with unique 
features of state warrants that are 
difficult to duplicate including color, 

paper quality, and placement of key 
elements such as the Treasurer’s sig-
nature, State of Nebraska name, and 
image of the Capitol.
  “While forging or counterfeiting 
a State of Nebraska warrant is rare, 
we are asking banks and businesses 
to be particularly careful after hav-
ing learned about several instances 
of fraud that were reported in Oma-
ha,” the Treasurer said.

The appointees for 
the Richardson County Visi-
tor’s Committee serve without 
compensation, except for ex-
pense reimbursement. Commit-
tee members serve for terms of 
four years.
 Taxes can be collected at 
rates up to four percent on 
the rental of sleeping accom-
modations at both for-profit 
and non-profit hotels, motels, 
campgrounds, bed & breakfast 
establishments, and similar 
lodging facilities. The tax does 
not apply to room rentals for 
periods of 30 or more days, nor 
to the rental of rooms not used 
for sleeping accommodations 
(such as conference rooms and 
dining facilities).
 Counties may use revenues 
in the County Visitor’s Pro-
motion Fund for printing bro-
chures, erecting signs, mass 
media advertising, and other 
tourism promotion and market-
ing or revenues in the County 
Visitor’s Improvement Fund 
for making grants for expand-
ing and improving attractions 
owned by the public for any 
nonprofit organization.  Any 
group, organization, or munici-
pality is eligible to present a 
proposal to the committee for 
consideration.
