The Richardson County Sher-
iff’s Department is seeking in-
put from County residents re-
garding adding additional beds
to the current Jail.

The Richardson County Jail
west of Falls City was built in
2016 at a taxpayer price tag
of approximately four million

Commissioners
meet to approve
use of county
van for inmate
transport vehicle
and approval of
resolutions

The regular meeting of the
Richardson County Board of
Commissioners was called to
order by Vice-Chairman Caver-
zagie at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday,
September 14, 2021. Commis-
sioner Sickel was absent.

A discussion was held regard-
ing using a county van as an in-
mate transport vehicle and that
some alterations will need to
be made to the van for this use.
The Board approved that this
could be done to meet the cur-
rent needs of the department.

Brian Kirkendall, EMA Direc-
tor, presented a document for
approval of the floodplain man-
agement minimum requirements
that satisfy 44 Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR), Section
60.3 of the National Flood In-
surance Program. Kirkendall in-
formed the Board that while of-
ficial action needs to be taken to
approve the regulations, they do
not become effective until Octo-
ber 7,2021.

Approval was passed to adopt
the floodplain management min-
imum requirements that satisfy
44 Code of Federal Regulations
(CFR) Section 60.3 of the Na-
tional Flood Insurance Program.
(Resolution Book 26, Page 31)

Resolution 2021-2022-8 to
adopt the FY2021-2022 budget,
and Resolution 2021-2022-9 to
set the tax levy rate for 2021 at
348232, a different rate than the
prior year of .341406. (Resolu-
tion Book 26, Page 30), The

dollars. When the facility was
built, initial projections showed
that it wouldn’t need additional
bed space until 2030. Due to
the increased number of arrests,
the Jail has exceeded capacity.

This year the Sheriff’s Office
alone has made an average of
45 arrests a month. Fifty-two
arrests were made in August.
Due to the increased arrests and
limited bed space, the Sheriff’s
Office has been forced to trans-
port inmates to other jails.

The Jail’s average population,
including inmates housed in
other facilities due to lack of
bed space, is between 25 and
30.

Ideally, an additional 40 beds
are what is being considered for
a total of 64 beds.

Sheriff Hardesty said a cou-
ple of weeks ago was the first
weekend in nearly two months
that inmates weren’t transport-
ed to or from Richardson Coun-
