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The Richardson County Commissioners, in partnership with 
Communities for Kids and with the assistance of Lucas Froeschl at 
EDGE, recently purchased digital fingerprinting equipment for the 
county. 

The purchase was made after C4K contributed $4,999.99 to the 
purchase of the digital fingerprinting equipment.

On July 7, 2023, Lisa Diveley and Ashley Keithley who is an 
emergency sub for Breezy Hill Childcare were the first to undergo 
electronic fingerprinting in Richardson County. 

Fingerprint-based background checks run fingerprint searches 
against both FBI and state criminal databases to create a complete 
criminal profile of the applicant. Conversely, non-fingerprint back-
ground checks, or “name-checks,” are not nearly as comprehensive 
and run the applicant’s background against a limited number of pre-
determined commercially available records. 

Kristen Hassebrook of the Nebraska Chamber of Commerce and 
Industry and the Omaha and Lincoln Chambers said in 2022 that 
childcare availability ranked among the top three concerns of re-
spondents in a State Chamber survey conducted in 2021. Hasse-
brook observed that childcare availability is a top consideration for 
families considering relocating, but about 91 percent of Nebraska 
communities lack sufficient childcare options to meet local demand. 
This kind of fingerprinting equipment will speed up the process of 
getting more providers and ensure safe individuals working with the 
children in the community.

Sheriff Rick Hardesty said they did not have a fingerprint machine 
before now. The Department depended on ink and fingerprint cards 
provided by the Nebraska State Patrol, which will only provide a 
certain amount at a time. The cards would then have to be mailed 
back to the State Patrol and could take weeks if not longer, to receive 
results. 

“For the jail staff, it’s easier,” said Sheriff Hardesty. “It electroni-
cally sends the information to the state patrol and the FBI. It’s a great 
benefit for teachers, childcare workers and nurses.”

County Commissioner Rick Karas said he knew how important it 
was to the Sheriff’s Department and the community. 

“EDGE and everyone was big on this,” said Karas. 
From July 1, 2023, to July 1, 2024, all childcare providers and teach-

ers in Richardson County will be allowed to get their fingerprints free 
as a thank-you for C4K contributing to this equipment. It’s strongly 
encouraged that providers call ahead to make an appointment. 

“We hope with this machine that it will speed up the process of add-
ing employees to childcare licenses,” stated Susan Witt of Sixpence 
CCP/C4K.

County Commissioners and

Members of the Falls City Council assembled at City Hall on Monday, July 17, 2023, for a regularly 
scheduled meeting. Councilpersons Leyden and Wisdom were absent.

City Administrator Anthony Nussbaum gave the Council an update on a few projects in town. He 
noted the Health Committee had met and decided to stay with Medica insurance for employee health 
benefits.

Danitra Dill has also requested the presence of a Falls City Police Officer to be near where runners will 
be crossing 21st and Stone Street and 21st and Barada Street.

Council members also authorized the execution of the Rural Workforce Housing Fund Agreement 
for the 2022 Rural Workforce Housing Grant. Each entity involved, Falls City, Nebraska City, Hender-

If you thought that the most-
ly one-sided filibuster-driven 
debate on transgender issues 
and abortion was the thing 
that dragged the 2023 Ne-
braska Legislature to a near 
standstill, steel yourself for 
what could lie ahead.
State Senator Dave Mur-

man of Glenvil, the chair of 
the Legislature’s Education 
Committee, says he wants to 
study the use of critical race 
theory and other controver-
sial subjects in the classroom.
Innocently enough, the stud-

ies stem from a request to 
investigate the Nebraska De-
partment of Education made 
by a collection of state sena-
tors. 
Those were met with a trio 

of interim study resolutions 
to look at parental involve-
ment in public schools, the 
usage of “social-emotional 
learning” in the classroom 
and how federal Elementary 
and Secondary School Emer-
gency Relief funding was 
used for a state website aimed 
at helping schools through 
the COVID-19 pandemic.
Kudos to the senator for 

starting with a hearing in-
stead of just landing on a 
topic that has the backing of 
the national Republican Par-
ty and cramming it down his 
colleagues’ throats. In case 
you forgot, that’s pretty much 
what happened with the trans-
gender and abortion issues. 
The 32-member Republican 
majority in the officially non-
partisan Legislature decided 
to bully the 16 Democrats 
and one Independent who are 
also state senators.
So, the hearing, albeit a little 

restrained, will be held July 
31 and committee members 
will hear invited testimony 
from department officials, 
retired educators and parents. 
The hearing is open to the 
public, but the general public 
will not be allowed to testi-
fy, Murman said, adding it’s 
not unusual for interim study 
resolutions to limit testimony 
to invited guests. IMHO, it 
doesn’t do anything for good-
will.
Last year, Murman was 

among those calling for an 
investigation into the Depart-
ment of Education, alleging it 
provided materials to teach-
ers promoting critical race 
theory through the website 
Launch Nebraska. 
Now he says that “investiga-

tion” is too strong a word to 
describe his goals. He wants 
to consider how Nebraska’s 
education system can im-
prove in these areas moving 
forward. Uh, ok. Investigate 
or improve. That’s what par-
ents have demanded over the 
past two years.
Bottom line, it boils down to 

CRT, the moniker for critical 
race theory and one document 
titled “Winning Racial Jus-
tice in Our Schools,” by the 
Education Justice Research 
and Organizing Collaborative 
at New York University. The 
document was never directly 
available on the department’s 
websites, but it was accessi-
ble by clicking a link to a dif-
ferent website which at one 
point had a link to it.
Education Department 

spokesman David Jespers-
en said this connection was 
in place for a few months at 
most. The department was 
not aware that the document 

was indirectly available until 
last summer, when then-Gov. 
Pete Ricketts’ office reached 
out with concerns, and in re-
sponse department officials 
removed the link. Former Ed-
ucation Commissioner Matt 
Blomstedt said in October the 
lawmakers who backed the 
investigation did not reach 
out beforehand.
There’s no evidence the doc-

ument was ever used in any 
Nebraska public schools. But 
Murman said he continues to 
hear concerns from parents 
and teachers about inappro-
priate material being taught 
in the classroom. 
 Although people have dif-

fering interpretations of criti-
cal race theory, a central tenet 
of it is the assertion that the 
laws and legal institutions in 
the U.S. are inherently racist 
and advantage White peo-
ple over other races, partic-
ularly African Americans. 
Adherents say the theory is 
a framework or lens for un-
derstanding race in history 
and society. But critics say it 
promotes the idea that mem-
bers of a specific race are in-
herently inferior or superior.
Now here’s what we like to 

hear from an Education Com-
mittee chairman, Murman 
said he would prefer Nebras-
ka’s public schools focus on 
“the basics,” such as reading, 
writing and arithmetic. So-
cial issues, he said, are best 
left to be taught by parents or 
churches.
Critical race theory has ex-

isted for decades within ac-
ademia, but it has recently 
become a key talking point 
for Republican politicians, 
including then - Gov. Pete 
Ricketts. It’s an academic 
framework that views racism 
as systemic, embedded in 
systems and policies, rather 
than as an individual issue. 
It’s generally taught at the 
graduate level, but opponents 

often call it un-American and 
use the term to cover a broad 
range of anti-racism and di-
versity curriculum and initia-
tives.
Gov. Jim Pillen was a mem-

ber of the University of Ne-
braska Board of Regents 
when the UNL Office of Di-
versity and Inclusion was cre-
ated in 2018. The office was 
created to coordinate and ad-
vance diversity efforts, most-
ly focused on campus culture.
Charles Herbster, one of Pil-

len’s opponents in the Repub-
lican Gubernatorial Primary, 
constantly reminded voters 
that critical race theory first 

entered the University under 
Pillen’s watch. It didn’t work; 
Pillen won the nomination 
and the governor’s race.
But Herbster and his money 

are still out there. His politi-
cal action committee has not 
proven to be shy in throwing 
money at controversy.
 Let’s just hope that Mur-

man’s reading, writing and 
arithmetic issues take prece-
dent.

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Getting the Most 
Out of Your 
Healthcare

As a patient, it can be challenging to navigate the healthcare 

system. This can lead to frustration and disappointment in the 
system itself. My intent with this article is to be both informa-
tive and alleviate some angst associated with seeking medical 
care. 
1. Preparing for your appointment: This may be the most cru-

cial step - whether the appointment is with your primary care 
physician or a specialist. As the patient, it is important to have 
the most important concern(s) prepared to address. As physi-
cians, we are only allotted so many minutes to see each patient 
depending on the reason for the visit. Time ranges anywhere 
from 5 to 30 minutes, the majority are on the shorter end of the 
range. It is possible that all your concerns may not be addressed 
in one visit. While this may be frustrating, we also want to de-
vote enough time to each issue. If there are numerous concerns, 
you may need to schedule a follow up appointment. Rushing 
through may cause important information to be missed.
2. Arriving for your appointment: Many clinic goers believe 

the appointment time is when they should arrive at the clin-
ic. During an ideal day, it is our goal to have your physician 
walking into your exam room at the time of your appointment. 
Arriving at least 15-20 minutes prior to your appointment time 
will give clinic staff more time to get you prepared for your 
visit. You will ultimately end up spending more time with your 
physician by arriving early. 
3. Running late: Tardiness is never anyone’s goal. Both parties 

may be the cause for appointments starting late, including late 
arrival times. There may also be life-threatening complications 
with the patient before you. We may be calling the Emergency 
Room or hospital to admit sick patients. Many physicians deliv-
er babies. Little ones can arrive at any time, day or night. If the 
babies need help after birth, we stay and assist them. This only 
names a few reasons why we may run late. When your turn ar-
rives, we will give you our undivided attention. As physicians, 
we very much appreciate your patience and understanding as 
we navigate unforeseen situations that arise.
4. The appointment: As you now know, visits are short. 

Throughout the visit, we are collecting important informa-
tion. This involves history taking, an examination and formu-
lation of a plan based on our diagnosis. This all occurs in a 
very short timeframe. Have your medication list, any updates 
to your health along with information on other healthcare visits 
on hand. If an acute issue brings you to the clinic, a time frame 
of the concern, interventions you’ve tried, and what makes the 
issue better or worse can expedite the information collection 
process. This preparedness will ensure you get the most out of 
your visit.
This is just the beginning. Next week, I’ll go over what hap-

pens behind the scenes after your visit.
