I basically quit the NFL to be a full-time drug ad-

dict,” Ricky C. Simmons told a room full of people. 
“I went from the NFL to prison four times and went 
to 10 drug treatment 
centers and graduated 
from nine.”
Simmons, the for-

mer Husker receiver, 
recently spoke at the 
Richardson County 
House of Hope ben-
efit. He shared his per-
sonal story of addic-
tion and redemption. 
Simmons encouraged 
everyone in the com-
munity to contribute 
to this worthy cause 
while using his own 
experiences to make 
a positive impact and 
help others.
The event was a suc-

cess, with almost 200 
attendees coming to-
gether to support and 
help others in the community. Pastor Mike Hader 
kicked off the event by warmly welcoming every-
one and sharing the story behind the mission. It 
started when Pastor Mike, Pastor Jerry Yount, and 
Pastor Gene Rowell felt a deep sense of responsibil-
ity while ministering at the jail.
“This was somebody’s daughter, mother, sister, 

people who matter. We just hated seeing the cycle 
of nowhere to go and not knowing how to get out 
of this. So we just had this vision birthed in us 
to want to do something different. And so we are 
so grateful that when God put this on us on our 
hearts, we also found other people that took a hold 
of this and Bob Gulland took a hold of this,” said 

Pastor Hader. “Bob has since passed away but his 
wife Kathy has just picked up the gauntlet and 
said, what Bob did I’m going to do as well.”
Hader said that seeing how far things have come 

has been so moving. 
Sherry Huddleston 

from SENCA high-
lighted the impor-
tance of the Richard-
son County House of 
Hope. 
It’s a collaborative 

effort involving com-
munity leaders, advi-
sors, and volunteers 
dedicated to improv-
ing the lives of indi-
viduals in the county. 
This nonprofit orga-
nization, recognized 
as a 501(c)(3), firmly 
believes that every-
one deserves some-
one who believes in 
them and helps them 
regain their self-
belief. Some com-

munities deny the existence of homelessness, but 
it takes various forms. People may find shelter 
in abandoned structures, vehicles, campgrounds, 
fields, or even under bridges without access to ba-
sic amenities like electricity and running water. 
The Richardson County House of Hope is work-
ing to address these challenges and provide transi-
tional housing for those in need.
“They are here,” said Huddleston. “They just stay 

hidden for the most part, and rural homelessness is 
not like what you see on TV. It looks very different 
here.”
Huddleston pointed out that homelessness can 

have various causes. It’s not just about addiction; it
