The FC Volunteer Ambulance Squad recently announced they 
would have to start charging for lift assist calls. 

“The Falls City Volunteer Ambulance Squad has served our com-
munity for nearly 50 years as a stand alone entity. The operations 
of FCVAS are funded by revenues from transporting patients, with 
no funding from local or state governments. Currently, we only 
charge for ambulance calls that require transport. Unfortunately, 
due to the increase of operational costs such as fuel and supplies, 
we have ultimately made the decision to charge a fee of $75 for 
calls that require lift assist only, without transport. This change 
will go into effect on February 1st, 2024. We want to be fully trans-
parent and let the public know that insurance companies will not 
pay this fee; it will be an out-of-pocket expense for the patient. 
FCVAS appreciates your understanding regarding this matter.”

debate

Full Disclosure: My wife 

and I drive a four-year-old 
hybrid sedan. It runs on 
the electric motor up to 15 
miles -per- hour before the 
gasoline engine engages. 
It feels and sounds like it’s 
dead at stop signs. It aver-
ages 44 miles-per-gallon in 
highway driving. But it’s a 
hybrid, not an all- electric 
vehicle.
U.S. Senator Pete Rick-

etts has vowed to use every 
tool he has to fight Presi-
dent Joe Biden’s electric 
vehicle mandates. Nebras-
ka Governor Jim Pillen has 
signed a letter to Biden as 
one of 16 Governors also 
opposed to the mandate 
that two out of every three 
vehicles be battery elec-
trics by 2032.
Ricketts and Pillen and 

the other 15 governors 
are all Republicans, but 
I don’t consider politics 
as the driving factor here. 
It’s something as laudable 
as saying consumers and 
the marketplace should 
guide growth for electric 
vehicles. It’s something as 
practical as Nebraska’s re-
cent cold snap and the lack 
of recharging infrastruc-
ture.
Ricketts said the fail-

ure of electric vehicles 
and chargers in the recent 
winter storms and subzero 
temperatures in Nebras-
ka are a concern. He said 
the Biden Administration 
needs to realize the Mid-
west has different driving 
needs than the east and 
west coasts. He has vowed 
to fight “this foolish poli-
cy” until it is rescinded.
The Pillen, et al letter 

said “There are a number 
of reasons why consumers 
are leaving these cars on 
dealership lots – the cost, 
the infrastructure required, 
and the battery content re-
quirements are untenable 
for today’s car buyers. 
Even if consumers deter-
mine over time that battery 
electric vehicles are ap-
pealing, the reality is that 
the lack of a strong, do-
mestic marketplace makes 
electric vehicles prohib-
itively expensive for the 
American consumer.
“While battery electric 

vehicles are a promising 
technology, we believe it 
will take time to develop 
the marketplace, to address 
consumer access and con-
cerns, and to build out the 
necessary infrastructure.”
Instead of using govern-

ment mandates to drive 
the vehicle market,” the 
Governors said, “Ameri-
can consumers should be 
allowed choice in the types 
of vehicles they choose to 
drive. While we are not 
opposed to the electric ve-
hicle marketplace, we do 
have concerns with federal 
government mandates that 
penalize retailers and do 
not reflect the will of the 
consumer. Even with deep 
price cuts, manufacturers’ 

incentives, and generous 
government funding, fed-
eral mandates on electric 
vehicles are unrealistic.  
“Your mandates are un-

realistic, costly, and pre-
scriptive solutions that 
harm American consum-
ers. Therefore, we request 
you remove your mandate 
that two out of every three 
vehicles be electric and 
instead provide a more 
realistic approach by al-
lowing the free market to 
determine the direction 
and timing for the indus-
try’s growth rather than 
the federal government. 
Let American consumers 
decide for themselves,” 
the letter said.
Back to the practical side, 

there needs to be the nec-
essary infrastructure to 
support battery electric 
vehicles, including grid 
capacity and reliabili-
ty, charging stations, and 
domestic electric vehicle 
battery production. Chi-
na currently accounts for 
70% of global electric ve-
hicle battery production 
capacity. 
Bolstering the domestic 

critical minerals industry 
is an essential step to re-
alizing any long-term, re-
sponsible electric vehicle 
battery production. Given 
China’s current action atop 
the global electric vehi-
cle production, mandating 
electric vehicle use too 
quickly can also present a 
national security risk.  
In the USA, the average 

electric vehicle is probably 
a Tesla Model 3, based on 

sales volume. The average 
power outlet in this coun-
try is 40% clean power. 
Figuring one would need 
75 kWh to charge an empty 
Model 3, 40 percent would 
come from clean energy 
sources and 60% from fos-
sil fuel which uses energy 
to mine and produce.
Governors from Arkan-

sas, Idaho, Iowa, Louisi-
ana, Missouri, Montana, 
Nebraska, Nevada, New 
Hampshire, North Dakota, 

Oklahoma, South Dakota, 
Texas, Utah, Virginia and 
Wyoming signed the letter.
It’s encouraging to know 

that Pillen and Ricketts can 
do the right thing on occa-
sion. Look for other ar-
eas where you can be this 
wise. Please.
