A motion was made by Caver-
zagie to approve the quote from
Omnigo Software, LLC for soft-
ware to be used with preparing the
Law Enforcement Center to begin
doing the department dispatch-
ing for the amount of $24,943.42.
Motion seconded by Karas and
carried.

EMA Director, Brian Kirken-
dall presented to the Board an
Interlocal Agreement regarding
the Southeast Planning Exercise
Training (PET) Region. This
agreement is to renew the interlo-
cal agreement that has been in
place since 2008.

A motion was made by Sickel to
approve the interlocal agreement
to create the Southeast Planning
Exercise Training (PET) Region,
a separate legal entity, to provide
for cooperative public safety ser-
vices by and among the counties
of Cass, Gage, Fillmore, Jeffer-
son, Johnson, Lancaster, Nemaha,
Otoe, Pawnee, Richardson, Sa-
line, Seward, Thayer and York.
Motion seconded by Caverzagie,
the motion carried.

“No man is an island, entire of itself, every man is a
piece of the continent, a part of the main.” This is the
beginning of a poem from 1624. In it, the poet John
Donne appreciates how humans are all connected. In-
deed, humans are social beings, and social connection
is a factor in our health.

We all know the importance of a healthy diet and ex-
ercise for our health. We are getting better at under-
standing the importance of mental health. One thing
we do not discuss much, however, are the benefits of
social connection.

Our relationships with family, friends, people at work
and in the community have a major impact on our
health and well-being. Those who are socially con-
nected and have stable and supportive relationships
can more easily make healthy choices and have better
mental and physical health outcomes. Social connec-
tions can help us cope with stress, anxiety, depression,
and hard times. Rates of most any disease are lower
for those that feel a high sense of community. This in-
cludes lower rates of heart disease, strokes, dementia,
depression, and anxiety. Social connection with others
can improve sleep, decrease your risk of death, and re-
duce your risk of violence and suicide.

Similarly, marriage decreases your risk of disease.
While you may not need to get married to have a life-
long partner, the benefits of a long-term relationship
are well established. Marriage has been found to help
with lower rates of cancer, dementia, and increases
your chances of surviving a heart attack.

Loneliness is becoming more rampant even as cities
grow larger and transportation faster. We seem to have
everything right on our phones to keep us company.
Somehow, despite all these advances in technology, or
perhaps because of them, people can feel ever more
isolated and alone.

So how do we build community? How do we foster
social connections? One way is to encourage face to
face contact, to get people together. Schools, sporting
events, churches, grocery stores, coffee shops, parks,
concerts, festivals, and more all help to build commu-
nity. Civic organizations and volunteering can help
foster social connections and help us find meaning
and purpose.

You can improve your social connections right now.
You could call someone. You could consider going
to a local basketball game, visiting someone alone
in their home, or seek out a volunteer opportunity.
When you increase your sense of social connection
and community, you can improve your health. When
you brighten up someone else’s day, you often bright-
en your own.

John Donne’s famous poem “No Man is an Island”
ends with a warning: “Any man’s death diminishes
me, because I am involved in mankind. And therefore
never send to know for whom the bell tolls; it tolls
for thee.”

Wait, what? Governor
Jim Pillen has reversed
his opposition to a federal
summer grocery program
that would aid around
150,000  children  of
low-income families.

Pillen succumbed to a lot
of outside pressure from a
bipartisan group of state
lawmakers, a bill intro-
duced by one of them to
request the aid and anoth-
er state senator who made
it his priority to ensure it
would be debated in the
remaining days of the leg-
islative session.

Back in December he
proclaimed that he didn’t
“believe in welfare.” That
comment attracted local
and national news media
attention and raised the
ire of state Sen. Jen Day
of Gretna who introduced
the bill. She said she had
been a single mom at one
time and remembers the
pain of wondering from
where food for her kids
was going to come.

Pillen and state offi-
cials said the Summer
EBT card with $120 in
benefits, $40 per month
for three months, will be
paired with increased out-
reach in an effort to con-
nect low-income families
with nutritional guides,
summer programming for

children and additional
food aid.
Sen. Ray Aguilar of

Grand Island, a Repub-
lican and the now lon-
gest-serving member in
Nebraska’s Legislature,
used his personal priority
on the Day bill, increasing
the chance it would be ad-
vanced to the floor of the
Legislature and signal-
ing further conservative
support for the program.
During the public hear-
ing on the bill, 17 people
testified in support of the
bill, with an additional

153 people submitting
written comments in sup-
port of it. No one testified
or submitted comments in
opposition.

In announcing his de-
cision, Pillen pointed to
conversations with Agu-
ilar and other advocates
— including a group of
young adults who the
governor met observing
the state’s Supreme Court
last week — who had
challenged the governor
on his position.

Kudos to his spin-doctor
for comments reported in
the Lincoln Journal Star
newspaper. “Never in a
gazillion years when I
was 16 or 17 or 18 would
I have thought of coming
and putting forth a need
to the governor or coming
here to the Capitol,” Pil-
len said. “And so, I just
can’t tell you how proud I
am of those young people
(and) how proud I am of

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their voice; making sure
their voice was heard.”

But wait, it gets better.
“This isn’t about me win-
ning,” he added. “This is
about coming to the con-
clusion of what is best for
our kids in Nebraska.”

Pillen said his adminis-
tration contacted the fed-
eral Ag Department last
week to inquire about
opting into the program,
the deadline for which
was Jan. 1. He said USDA
officials were excited
about Nebraska’s deci-
sion to join the program
— and the state’s rollout
of additional outreach
efforts that will accom-
pany its implementation,
which are meant to pro-
vide “touch points” that
are important to Pillen.

Aguilar said the safe-
ty net offered by the
$40-per-month aid al-
lowances “are important
when you consider rural
kids don’t have the net-
works of support that are
available to some other
areas of the state,” thank-
ing Pillen and the state
Department of Health and
Human Services for their
willingness to implement
the program.

Day said, “I truly don’t
think it would have hap-
pened if we hadn’t con-
tinued to put pressure on
him from the outside, in
terms of phone calls and
emails and engagement
from Nebraskans them-
selves on how they truly
felt about this program.”

Here’s hoping the gov-

ernor’s change of mind
reflects a change of heart
and not just a realization
that Pillen Farms LLC
received more than $1.5
million in federal funds
during the

Covid pandemic alone.
Or that a pork processor
in Fremont in which he is
heavily invested just re-
ceived a $25 million fed-
eral grant.

Now if he would just
apologize to reporter

Yanqi Xu for his com-
ments about a story on ni-
trate levels near his farms
which he didn’t read be-
cause he said the writ-
er was obviously from
“communist China.”

Now, that would be a
change of heart!

The appointment of Don Heinzelman, 29, as Second Ward Councilman was con-
firmed by the city council. Mayor Paul Zimmer made the appointment. Mr. Heinzel-
man was a partner in the Falls City Auto Supply and a veteran of four years of service
in the Air Corps during World War II.

Approximately 300 Missouri Pacific employees and their guests gathered for the
monthly Missouri Pacific Booster Club party at Prichard Auditorium.

Howard L. “Bud” Stickles, Falls City Country Club manager and golf pro, resigned
from his position.

Joyce Windle, a Honey Creek High School senior, was elected to reign as the queen
of the Honey Creek homecoming festivities.

Mr. and Mrs. Don Runyan announced the engagement of their daughter, Miss Nellie
Marian Runyan, to Wayne Pfister, son of Mr. and Mrs. Mary Pfister of Powhattan,
Kansas.

A loaf of bread was 10 cents, Brooks vegetable soup was two cans for 25 cents and
bacon was 49 cents per pound at Hinky Dinky in Falls City.

The former Jenne house and Redmon Apartments at 20th and Harlan were sold to
Blanche E. Reeder of Sabetha for approximately $60,000. The Redmon building con-
tained 12 separate apartments and would be managed by Mrs. Reeder.

“Station West,” starring Dick Powell and Jane Greer, was showing at the Rivoli
Theater.

Carter’s Café at 113 E. 16th Street urged people to “Break the tiresome monotony of
eating at home” and come enjoy a fried chicken meal on Sundays.

Tom Burton, a student at Westminister College, arrived home to spend the weekend
visiting his parents, Mr. and Mrs. M.U. Burton.

50 Years Ago, February 21, 1974 to February 27, 1974

The terrorist kidnappers of newspaper heiress Patricia Hearst sent a new communi-
cation to her family, apparently containing an additional demand of $4 million for the
girl’s freedom. Her father, Randolph Hearst, had already mounted a $2-million food
distribution program in an effort to win her release.

The editor of the Atlanta Constitution newspaper was kidnapped by a group calling
itself the Revolutionary Army. Red Murphy left his home with a man who said he
wanted to talk about a news story and never returned.

The Nebraska Legislature took action to ban smoking in public places such as the-
aters, elevators, libraries and art museums.

The county sent nine wrestlers to the state meet in Lincoln. Al Niehaus, Jeff Ramer,
Dave Cudney, Ken Meinzer and Ed Harris from Falls City, Dave Palmer, Dan Hill
and Bill Kerkow from Southeast Consolidated and Dennis Hayward of Humboldt
competed for state titles.

Rural Water District No. 2 opened bids for three construction projects at the city
building with low bids totaling $665,135. The district would service customers north-
east, east and southwest of Falls City and obtain water from the Falls City Water Plant.

Cooper Nuclear Station achieved its first self-sustaining chain reaction in the nu-
clear reactor. The 800,000-kilowatt station was the largest nuclear-generating plant
between the Mississippi River and the West Coast.

Peru State won the Nebraska College Conference wrestling tourney in Peru. Mark
Jones, of Falls City and representing Kearney, took the 158-pound consolation deci-
sion over Bill Garriott of Wayne, 1-0.

Gerald Bangert, nine miles northeast of town, paid $73,00 or $912.50 per acre for an
unimproved 80-acre tract belonging to the Ida L. Fritz estate.

Steve Kopetzky, representing American Legion Post 102 of Falls City, won first
place in Tecumseh’s District 13 Oratorical contest.

Donny Weddle and David Kopetzky received the Child of God medals at Lincoln’s
Cathedral of the Risen Christ. Bishop Glennon Patrick Flavin presented them.

The Journal’s first experience with offset production proved to be a nightmare. After
coming in at their usual time Monday afternoon, the paper delivery boys reported
back at 6:30 and then had to wait until the papers began to roll off the press at 10:15.
