Highway 159 crash sends four to hospital

On May 16, 2024 at approxi-
mately 10:00 PM, the Richardson
County Sheriff’s Office received
information regarding a single
vehicle rollover crash with inju-
ries on U.S. Highway 159 near
656 Avenue east of Falls City.

Upon arrival at the scene and af-
ter initial investigation, it was de-
termined that a 2003 Ford Mus-
tang, driven by 20-year-old Ma-

son Wurtele of Falls City, was
eastbound on U.S. Highway
159 when it departed the south
edge of the roadway, over-
corrected, and rolled multiple
times before coming to rest in
a field on the south side of the
highway. Three passengers, in-
cluding Kaden Romo of Falls
City and two juveniles, were
also present in the vehicle.
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As a result of the crash, two
occupants were ejected from
the vehicle. All four occupants
received serious injuries. Seat
belts were not in use by any
of the four occupants. Speed,
drugs, or alcohol were not found
to be contributing factors in the
crash.

Three occupants were trans-
ported by the Falls City Volun-
teer Ambulance Squad to Com-
munity Medical Center in Falls
City. One occupant was trans-
ported by Hiawatha Town and
Country Ambulance to Amber-
well Hospital in Hiawatha, KS.
All four occupants remained in
serious but stable condition and
were later transported to other
medical facilities, one by ambu-
lance and three by medical heli-
copter.

Assistance at the scene was
provided by the Falls City Vol-
unteer Ambulance Squad, Hi-
awatha Town and Country Am-
bulance, Falls City Rural Fire
Department, Sac and Fox Tribal
Police Department, and many
eyewitnesses.

As unique is our loss
is as unique is our grief.
What do we do when one
day we can smile, laugh, and look back at memories with
fondness and thankfulness for the life we shared with our
loved one; the next day we feel paralyzed by our pain and
sadness? We feel broken and feel as though we may never
be our “old self” again? We may not like the answer...
we feel what we feel. There is no twelve steps, timeline
or prescription for our grief. New research supports that
as unique as we are as humans, as unique as our relation-
ships are, as unique as our brains, is as unique as how we
will process our grief.

By allowing ourselves to feel what we feel and becoming
curious about those feelings we can, with time, heal. We
may not ever be our “old self” again but we can become a
new self. A new self that has become more resilient, more
self-aware and has more compassion for ourselves and
likely for others. We do not have to become bitter but we
can feel angry. Anger is a common feeling to have when
we are experiencing grief but so is laughter and sad-
ness. By allowing ourselves to release our anger through
healthy means such as exercising, journaling, writing
a letter we can move through this feeling. By laughing
when we feel like it we can release endorphins and in-
crease our serotonin which in turn helps us feel good. By
crying when we feel sad we can release stress through the
actual tears coming from our eyes. Those tears chemical
makeup are different than the tears our eyes naturally pro-
duce for moisture. By allowing our sad tears to flow we
can help release that sadness out of our body. We may feel
exhausted after this release but then while listening to our
bodies, we rest.

Suppressing our feelings is not only not good for our
mental health it is also not good for our physical health.
We are more likely to suffer from chronic illness if we
are not processing our thoughts and feelings in a healthy
manner. Some tips for caring for yourself while experi-
encing grief are:

- Get adequate rest: 7-9 hours of sleep per night

- Drink water: Half your body weight in ounces

- Eat healthy meals and snacks: Eat the rainbow fruit,
vegetables, protein and healthy carbs

- Talk to someone: Find a therapist and/or a grief support
group

- Build a support system: It is okay to need others during
this time and allow them to support you

- Say no when needed: Do not overwhelm yourself with
too many stressful tasks or events

- Don’t isolate: Do things you enjoy and with others who
bring you joy

- Move your body: Go on walks or to the gym

- Get in touch with nature: Spend time outside and in the
sunshine

- Journal: Write down how you feel

- Give yourself time: Don’t shame yourself when you
have a hard time

- Plan things ahead: Put things on the calendar that you
can look forward to

- Honor their memory: Think of how you would like to
me memorialize your loved one

- Read a book on grief: Understanding your Grief by
Alan D. Wolfelt, Ph.D.

For years, this column
has been called “Capitol
View” and for the past
several years, it’s been
written by J.L. Schmidt,
an old buddy and former
Associated Press report-
er at the Lincoln Bureau
who could turn a phrase
or two.

Before that, it was writ-
ten by someone named
“Melvin Paul,” who was
really a long line of state-
house reporters (includ-
ing me) who penned a
weekly missive using the
nom de plume about hap-
penings from the “Hall of
Hot Winds,” an old nick-
name for the State Capi-
tol.

Eventually, the gover-
nor and other politicians
began to wonder “who
is this Melvin Paul guy
and why is he writing that
stuff?” The griping led
to retiring “Melvin,” and
bringing in an old pro like
J.L. to write a column un-
der his real name.

Well, now it’s my turn,
and I gotta say, I’'m kinda
shaking in my sandals (it
1s almost summer).

Since 1990, I've cov-
ered the statehouse and
all things state govern-
ment, from the chronic
overcrowding of our state
prison system to the year-
ly battles, often lost, to re-
duce property taxes. I've
gotten a few state officials
in hot water, which I al-
ways figured was major
part of the job of a govern-
ment watchdog.

But I also had the plea-
sure of traveling the state
as a roving reporter for
the Omaha World-Herald
for several years. I got a
wonderful, front-row seat
to the trials and triumphs
of the state’s communi-
ties, from tiny Monowi,
population 1, to hamlets
like Haigler, Holstein and
Hartington.

(As a young kid living on
a farm outside Bancroft, 1
considered any town with
more than 1,000 residents
to be a “big town.”

Over the years, I’ve also
been a reporter/editor for
the Omaha Sun, the Papil-
lion Times, The Lincoln
Journal Star and, most
recently, the nonprofit
Nebraska Examiner. I've
written sports columns
(interviewed Bear Bryant
once), covered more mur-
der trials than I want to
admit, and penned count-
less stories about floods,
tornados and wild fires,
as well as missives about
ground-breaking legisla-
tion and both failed and
successful state policies.

Covering news is not the
easiest job in the world,
but stories tend to write
themselves -- you gather
facts, interview folks, boil
it down into a readable
dispatch that you’re hop-
ing covers all the bases.

Writing a column, mean-
while, is more of a blank
slate, and you fill in the
blanks. Yikes.

A barrage of tornadoes that made their way over parts of the Midwest left 44 peo-
ple dead and nearly 400 injured and caused at least $5,000,000 in damages. Cape Gi-
rardeau, Missouri, suffered the worst losses, with 31 people losing their lives when the
twister hit.

General Motors slashed the prices of vehicles for the second time in months, this time
by an immediate $10 to $40. The price cuts coincided with the downward adjustment
of the cost-of-living allowance under the terms of G.M.’s contract with the CIO United
Auto Workers union.

The Humboldt Cardinals defeated Circleville 7-0 to earn its second consecutive win
on the diamond. George Nutt hurled no-hit ball for five innings, and Merle Bauer, the
Cardinal shortstop, homered in the seventh, slapping the ball into the lake in right field.

Miss Ilene Thiltges was elected president of the Sacred Heart Alumni Association at
a pot-luck dinner at the Tiehen gymnasium, which an estimated 150 persons attended.

The Garden Club was entertained at Mrs. Mary Carico’s home, with 25 members in
attendance. Miss Nellie Schock was in charge of the program.

Ray Novak had multiple cars for sale, including a 1936 Chevrolet Coach for $125.00
and a 1930 Chevy Coach for $50.00.

Robert Burdick, 19, son of Dr. and Mrs. L.H. Burdick of Falls City and Richard Hat-
field, 21, son of C.R. Hatfield of Falls City, received appointments to the Naval Acade-
my at Annapolis, Md.

The body of Pfc. Jack A. Wittwer, 21, who died in the Ninth General Hospital in Tokyo
on May 2, was set to arrive in Falls City on Friday, May 27.

Approximately 300 people attended the recreation program benefit dance at Prichard
Auditorium. It was estimated that the dance netted more than $175 and would be used
for continuing the Falls City Youth Recreation Program.

Seventy-four eighth graders received diplomas at the Junior High promotion exercised
at the school. Principal Charles C. Campbell presented the graduates with certificates
of promotion.

Two separate electrical storms struck Falls City, but only a small amount of damage
was done. Lightning struck St. Thomas’ Episcopal Church at 16th and Harlan and a tree
in the L.E. Hutchins yard at 1923 Morton Street.

Robert L. Ripley, 55, the cartoonist whose name was synonymous with the bizarre and
unbelievable, died unexpectedly of a heart attack.

With building time for Falls City’s Soap Box Derby drawing short, it appeared that 21
Junior-sized speed demons would compete on June 16.

Ronald Young, the six-year-old son of Mr. and Mrs. John Young, escaped with minor
scratches and bruises when he was struck while riding his bicycle by a car driven by
Leonard Herold of Hamlin, Ks.

A teenage picnic and dance were held at the Country Club, and an estimated 300 Falls
City boys and girls attended.

50 Years Ago, May 22, 1974 to May 28, 1974

Praising its environmental controls, Governor J.J. Exon formally dedicated the Omaha
Public Power District’s Fort Calhoun Nuclear Station. It became the 44th licensed plant
to operate in the nation.

During a recent recruiting campaign, seven men enlisted in Company B. Falls City’s
National Guard Unit. The current strength of the unit was three officers and 79 enlisted
men.

Dr. T. D. Whitten was selected and appointed by the board of trustees of the Nebraska
Dental Association to be the county dental health consultant for Richardson County.

An application for a reimbursement grant for the city’s wastewater treatment plant
paid off in a check for $45,700.

Subby’s Pizza Palace advertised fried chicken dinners for $1.75 and large pizzas for
$3.00. Twenty-four-piece chicken dinners were only $7.95.

Rodney Schmidt, instrumental music director in the public school system since 1965,
announced his resignation to assume a similar role in the Bellevue School system.

Jazz bandleader and composer Duke Ellington died at the age of 75 after undergoing
treatment for pneumonia.

Tim Hoy won the Class D triple jump with a leap of 44-4 % inches, lengthening his
school record and just missing the Class D record by 3 /2 inches. Hoy jumped 22-10 1/4
inches the following day to win the Class D long jump gold, missing the all-class gold
by only half an inch.

Falls City pitcher Greg Morris fanned 16 Auburn batters as the Elks Midgets defeated
Auburn 9-2.

Approximately 50 youths participated in the bicycle inspection and rodeo at the high
school parking lot.

Vandals broke out four large plate glass windows in town over the weekend, using
rocks or bricks at Krumme Building Supply, Sacred Heart School, Maytag Highlander
Center and A.D. Manufacturing Co.

Promotion exercises were held for 105 Falls City Public School system eighth graders
at Prichard Auditorium. Lowell Lewis, Junior High principal, presented the certificates
to those promoted to high school.

25 Years Ago, May 22, 1999 to May 28, 1999

The Sacred Heart Lady Irish claimed the Class D State Track championship at Omaha
Burke High School. Julie Froeschl led the charge by winning both hurdle events and
the pole vault. The Irish placed second behind Nate O’Grady’s 22 points and Brian
Lemerond’s 16.

Falter’s Clothing Store, in operation since 1916 in Falls City, was closing its doors one
final time. John C. Falter, who owned the store with his sister Mary Lou Langan, said
with considerable regret that it was just time to quit.

Four members of Brownie Troop 38 received God and Me pins during church services
at Immanuel United Methodist Church. Girls receiving pins were Andrea Lunsford,
Stephanie Elwonger, Kassie Marteny and Gillian Rolfe.
