Festivities begin at 9:00 a.m. with a Richardson County Board of 

Commissioners meeting, where a proclamation will be read in hon-
or of the courthouse’s 100th anniversary.
By 11:00 a.m., community members are encouraged to gather out-

side the courthouse for a welcome by County Board Chairman John 
Caverzagie. He will then deliver an introduction of county officials 
along with representatives from American Legion Post 102 and its 
Auxiliary.
An invocation will follow, along with remarks from Post Com-

mander Steve O’Grady. At 11:30 a.m., the Humboldt/Table Rock/
Steinauer Jazz Band will perform, setting the tone for a patriotic 
flag ceremony.

“They made sure I and 
the other children were raised to love the Lord and to live Christian 
lives. I don’t know about a village, but it certainly took a church to 
raise me.”

First Presbyterian Church of

The Richardson County Board of Commissioners met on Wednes-
day, April 9, 2025, with Commissioners Campbell, Karas and 
Caverzagie answering roll call.
Highway Superintendent Steve Darveau, Jr. informed the Board 

that the bridge leading to the county shop in Falls City has been 
completed. Darveau reported that it would be open for use in 
roughly two weeks.
“They poured and then the guys finished doing all the backhoeing 

and leveling everything up,” said Darveau. “They did a good job.”
Commissioner Campbell advised Darveau that he had been ques-

tioned by a landowner in the second district about the county’s 
driveway entrance policy.
The citizen had questions about a tube for the entrance to his prop-

erty, most notably, who paid for the tube and why the size needed 
to be 48 feet.
Darveau informed the Commissioners that the individual had 

questioned the policy on multiple occasions and was fully aware of 
the county’s position.
“He called, and does it have to be 48 feet? Why can’t it be 36?”

Linemen resign from Falls City 
Utility Department, leaving 

leadership scrambling
Falls City’s utility department is facing a staffing crisis after the 

resignation of six linemen, prompting city officials to approve a 
contract with a Missouri-based contractor to maintain electric ser-
vice in the short term. The situation sparked community concern 
over safety, cost, and the circumstances that led to the mass depar-
ture. 

At the April 7 council meeting, City Administrator Anthony Nuss-
baum confirmed the departure of six line crew members. He told 
the full room that in city leadership, “we’re entrusted with making
