Homeowners Merle and Sara Veigel had just returned
home after being gone less than two hours when they
discovered the smoke detectors going off and the house
completely full of smoke.

‘SAVE America Act’ is a
solution in search of a problem

One of my favorite politi-
cal slogans of all time is “a
solution in search of a prob-
lem.”

It’s used frequently in de-
bates at the Nebraska Leg-
islature to describe a pro-
posal or idea that imposes
new rules and restrictions
to address a problem that
doesn’t exist.

You might call it “govern-
ment overreach,” too.

Anyway, the “solution in
search of a problem” line
is being used often today to
describe President Trump’s
efforts to change election
laws via the dramatically

labeled “SAVE America
Act.”
Such an inflammato-

ry name suggests that the
country is in crisis, and in
need of “saving,” thus justi-
fying an extensive overhaul
of election law.

Well, that’s a load of that
stuff they scrape from the
floors of feedlots.

Election fraud is not a
problem, and is very, very,
(one more time) very rare.

First off, the power to gov-
ern elections is granted to
the states in the U.S. Con-
stitution, not with the pres-
ident or the U.S. Congress.

(Of course, constitution-
ality has never been a big
deal for our current presi-
dent. For instance, lots of
legal experts warned that
a president cannot impose
tariffs, but Trump forged
forward anyway, only to
have them struck down as
unconstitutional by the Su-
preme Court. Now, there’s
a messy task ahead to re-
fund billions in tariffs that
were mistakenly collected.)

As originally written, the
SAVE American Act would
have required people to
present a document, such
as a birth certificate or pass-
port, every time they voted.
I don’t know about you, but
I have no idea where my
birth certificate is, and I'm
pretty sure the passport I
got years ago is expired.

But the SAVE Act was
amended by the U.S.
House, likely because the
[.D. requirements went way
too far, and the act lacked
the votes to pass.

The amended act, now be-
fore the U.S. Senate, is still
onerous. It would require
voters to present a photo
I.D. to vote and would re-
quire states to send voter
rolls to federal authori-
ties for a scan — said to be
flawed — to search for non-
citizens who are voting.

Here’s the catch — almost
no noncitizens are voting.
According to research by
the Brennan Center for
Justice at New York Uni-
versity’s law school, the
incidence of voter fraud
is between 0.003% and
0.0025%. That’s a proba-
bility of 1 in 40,000 voters
to 1 in 333,333 voters.

States that have combed
through their voter rolls, at
great expense, have found
little if any evidence that
non-citizens are voting.

Despite all that, President
Trump continues to com-
plain that he didn’t lose
the 2020 election, and that
it was “rigged” against
him. Meanwhile, dozens of
lawsuits alleging election
fraud failed due to lack of
evidence, and countless
recounts confirmed that he
lost, fair and square.

In short, election fraud is
“fake news.”

(There’s another old po-
litical phrase that comes to
mind: “Get over it.”)

Yet, Trump and his allies
continue to push major
changes in voting require-

ments. And if Congress
fails to save us by passing
the SAVE American Act
(now known as the “Make
Elections Great Again
Act”), there’s reports he
will sign some executive
orders to do it anyway. That
would be a federal takeover
of what is a state responsi-
bility.

Such new ID require-
ments, adopted so close to
the November elections,
would likely confuse voters
and election officials, and
eliminate some folks from
voting because they didn’t
have the proper photo ID.

Trump makes no bones
about it, his stated goal is
to guarantee the election of
Republicans, who are pre-
dicted to lose seats in Con-
gress because President
Trump’s popularity ratings
have sunk to historic lows.

We live in a crazy world
today, when a politician
can say he’s against more
wars and then start them,
and when a politician can
claim, over and over, that
an election was rigged and
then endeavor to rig one
himself.

Last time I checked, vot-
ing was still a constitution-
al right and a process gov-
erned by the states, not the
feds.

Yes, IDs should be
checked, and we should
ensure that only citizens
are voting. But that’s hap-
pening already. No need to
save us.

sue with him using the
truck the way he does,
let him know, and he will
stop.

The Highway Superin-
tendent said that when he
drives the county vehicle,
he zigzags along the route,
inspecting county roads
along the way. He also
stated that on another oc-
casion, the Sheriff called
and needed something
from the County Shop.
“I’m not going to drive my
pickup there if I'm doing
stuff for us (the county)”,
said Darveau.

Commissioner  Camp-
bell advised Darveau to
use his discretion.

Darveau also presented
paperwork for arising flat-
bed for the truck that was
just purchased. The cost of
the bed will be $3,555.03.

“I can get that for less
money than I can for a

regular  flatbed,”  said
Darveau.

The group discussed the
stripe  machine, which

would be used on county
hard-surfaced roads. The
cost of the apparatus is
$7,335.

It was stated that the
cost to res-tripe the Pres-
ton Road was nearly
$5,000. It costs roughly
$1,000 per mile to stripe
roads once.

Potentially, the county
has roughly 32 miles of
hard-surfaced roads that
it could stripe on its own.

After a discussion, it
was decided to revisit the
stripe machine in the next
budget cycle.

Bid specifications have
been completed for the
Dawson Northwest Proj-
ect #C-74(2023-05), and
notice for sealed bids has
been released and adver-
tised to be received by
10:00 a.m. on March 25,
2026.

Bid specs have also
been completed for Proj-
ect #C-74 (2026-02) for
the Dustless Highway re-
surfacing with scrub mas-
tic, and a notice for sealed
bids has been released and
will be received by 10:00
a.m. on April 1,2026.

Sheriff Rick Hardesty
met with the Board and
reported that the Law En-
forcement Center current-
ly held 14 inmates. He ad-
vised the Board that there
were 660 calls for service
in February, of which 317
were traffic stops. He
reported that 26 people
were booked into jail, 20
of whom were arrested by
the Richardson County
Sheriff’s Department.

The planning commis-
sion was to meet with the
Commissioners, but had
to postpone the session to
March 11th at 10:00 a.m.

The Board approved ap-
plications from Nebraska
Bank and Equity Bank
to serve as the County
Depository for 2026 and
adopted Resolution 2025-
2026-31.

Chairman Caverzagie
made a motion to approve
a new pay scale for elec-
tion board workers. The
new salary will be $15.50

per hour.
Alvin Simon met with
the Board, expressing

concern over the desire to
zone Richardson County.

Caverzagie addressed
Simon, stating, “I’ve been
told you’ve been telling
people we’re going to
take away their cows and
their chickens and sheep
and we’re not going to do
that.”

Caverzagie explained

that the commissioners
were still working with
the committee on “what
we want and kind of what
they’re looking at.”

The Chairman contin-
ued, “My thing is taking
care of the county roads,
taking care of the coun-
ty bridges. If somebody
comes in and wants to
put up solar energy or
wind generating energy,
I’m not opposed to it. But
let’s make sure it’s done
properly.”

Caverzagie  reiterated
that the Commissioner’s
concerns are roads and
bridges, and they ask that
people work with them
if they are going to build
anything in the county.

“If they’re going to
bring in heavy equip-
ment, work with us on
what roads you’re going
to drive over, what bridg-
es you’re going to cross,
where you’re going to put
wind turbines or whatev-
er.”

The Board advised Si-
mon that the County plans
to update the zoning regu-
lations but will not imple-
ment them at this time.

The comprehensive plan
was last updated in 2001.

Simon also questioned
getting the word out better
to the public about meet-
ing.

(IDENTIFIED- RIGHT) By Bill Rowan, from the March 4 edition: “This old photo, taken from the courthouse,
can be dated to between 1903 - 1911. The Methodist Church at 17th and Harlan, prominent in the photo, was

built in 1893. The Wm. Goldner
wagon factory and blacksmith
shop in the photo’s center was
built in 1903 (burned in 1928).
The empty lot to the right of the
Goldner factory was where the
Journal’s rival, the Falls City
News building would be built
in 1911. It would also house
the local Knights of Columbus
on the second floor. The small
frame house at the far right was |
the Francis Stock residence. It |
had been moved from Arago
in the 1870s and also served as
Stock’s bakery. It was torn down

in 1957.”

In a battle of basketball
blue-bloods, Wynot
emerges victorious

In a basketball game that brought to mind a top
heavyweight fight, the Wynot Blue Devils delivered the
knockout punch at the Devaney Center on Wednesday
night, sending the Irish home early.

The rug looked as if it was ripped out from underneath
the Lady Irish just as the game was nearing its end. With
1.5 seconds left in regulation, Wynot’s Haley Wieseler
inbounded the ball and quickly got it back. She released
the shot immediately, and much to the Irish fans’ dis-
may, the ball swished through the net, seemingly giving
the Blue Devils a 47-44 victory and advancing them to
the next round. However, after a lengthy pause, the of-
ficials determined that the buzzer had sounded before
Wieseler’s shot left her hand, nullifying the points and
sending the game into overtime.

Unfortunately for Irish fans, the joy was fleeting. Wy-
not took charge in the overtime period, outscoring SH
10-5 to seal the 53-49 victory.

Daycee Witt gave the Irish a 46-45 lead with a driving
basket with 2:55 remaining in the extra period. Moments
later, Witt made a pair of free throws, increasing the Sa-
cred Heart lead to 48-46. The Blue Devils outscored SH
7-1 in the final 1:30 to secure the win.

The contest was extremely close throughout. Wynot’s
largest advantage was seven, which came early in the
second period, while Sacred Heart never got up by more
than four.

The Blue Devils quickly jumped to a 3-0 lead to start
the game, but free throws by Witt and a drive by Bailey
Lemerond put the Irish temporarily ahead, 4-3. An of-
fensive rebound and score by Alise Reschke, followed
by a step-through basket by Witt, pushed the Irish to an
8-6 lead. The Irish ended the quarter with Hallie Jones
sinking 1-of-2 free throws to give SH an 11-10 advan-
tage after one period.

Wynot got out quickly in the second quarter. Addi-
son Sharpe opened the scoring with a three-pointer,
followed by two free throws and a triple by Wieseler.
Just like that, the Blue Devils led 18-11 just two minutes
into the quarter. Hallie Jones answered with consecutive
buckets, and with 2:45 to go before the half, Avery San-
to drained a three to make it 20-23. The Irish cut the lead
to two with a Witt free throw, but one last three-pointer
by Wieseler made it 21-26 at halftime.

The Irish fought back in the third quarter. Statistically,
it was the best period for the Irish. SH made 4 of 7 field
goals, including 3 of 6 from beyond the arc. It was also
their worst effort from the free throw line, as SH con-
verted just 2 of 10 attempts in that period. By the time
the final buzzer sounded, Sacred Heart led 34-32 with
eight minutes remaining. Santo hit a three to start the
half, and Witt added two more as the Irish outscored the
Blue Devils 13-6.

The final period was back-and-forth. Wynot immedi-
ately sank a triple to take a 34-35 lead. Santo answered
with her third three, putting the Irish back in front. Trail-
ing by three with five minutes to go, Bailey Lemerond
sank a triple to tie the game at 40.

Ryann Westengaard, playing extensively in the sec-
ond half due to an injury to Reschke, sank 3-of-4 free
throws to put the Irish in the lead, 44-42, with 1:07 to
go. The Blue Devils struck quickly again as Taylor Pin-
kelman got an offensive rebound and putback to tie the
game with fifty seconds remaining.

From there, Wynot forced an Irish turnover, giving

them the ball at midcourt with less than three seconds

Next week is Sunshine Week;
know why it matters to
your local paper and to you

Each March, newspapers across the
country focus on something fundamen-
tal to a free society: the public’s right
to know.

Each year in March, newsrooms
across the country pause to focus on
something fundamental to a free soci-
ety: the public’s right to know.

March 16 through 21, 2026, is Sun-
shine Week. It is observed during the
week of March 16, the birthday of
James Madison, a principal author of
the First Amendment and an early ad-
vocate for transparency in government.

Sunshine Week began in 2005 as an
effort by journalists and civic organiza-
tions to educate the public about open
meetings laws and public records laws.
The idea is simple, government busi-
ness belongs to the public. Every citi-
zens has a legal right to see how deci-
sions are made, how money is spent and
how votes are taken-and why.

In Nebraska, those rights are defined
by state statute. Public bodies must
post notice of meetings in advance and
make agendas available. Votes must be
taken in public and the minutes must re-
flect official action. Public records, in-
cluding contracts, payroll information,
budgets and correspondence related to
public business, are generally subject to
inspection.

For residents of Falls City, Humboldt
and all other Richardson County com-
munities, those laws are not abstract.
They apply to the city council, village
boards, the county commissioners,
school boards and other public entities
whose decisions directly affect property
taxes, utilities, roads, law enforcement
and schools.

As a weekly paper, we make a point
of recognizing Sunshine Week each
year because those protections are cen-
tral to our work. Those votes matter,
those voices affect you, your taxes and
your lives-whether you pay attention or
not, you are affected in your every day
life.

When we report on a wage vote, a
resolution, a contract or a budget de-
cision, we are relying on official re-
cords and open meetings requirements.
We attend meetings. We review posted
agendas. We examine minutes and res-
olutions. When questions arise, we rely
on public records law to obtain docu-
ments that clarify what was proposed,
what was adopted and what is legally
in effect.

When something isn’t clear or in
question we make a public records re-
quest thanks to the FOIA — Freedom
of Information Act and the Nebraska
Public Records Act Request (Neb. Rev.

Stat. § 84-712 through § 84-712.09).
Since 1967, the Freedom of Information
Act (FOIA) has provided the public the
right to request access to records from
any federal agency. It is often described
as the law that keeps citizens in the
know about their government. Federal
agencies are required to disclose any
information requested under the FOIA
unless it falls under one of nine exemp-
tions which protect interests such as
personal privacy, national security, and
law enforcement.

That process is not about conflict. It
is about accuracy.

Our responsibility is to report what is
documented, what is voted on and what
is legally adopted. Public records laws
and FOIA make that possible. Without
them, much of what government does
would be far more difficult to veri-
fy. Public records laws ensure that the
documents behind those votes are ac-
cessible. Open meetings laws ensure
that motions are stated publicly and
that votes are recorded. Together, they
create a verifiable record. That record
allows us to report facts rather than rely
on assumption or secondhand accounts.

In a smaller community, that struc-
ture is especially important. Decisions
are often made by a limited number of
elected officials whose actions have im-
mediate impact. Transparency protects
the public’s ability to evaluate those
decisions. It also protects officials by
ensuring that actions are documented
clearly and preserved as part of the of-
ficial record.

Sunshine Week provides an oppor-
tunity to explain why this framework
matters. Access to information is not
automatic. It exists because laws re-
quire openness and because citizens and
journalists use those laws responsibly.

We also publish legal notices because
state law requires certain governmental
actions to be advertised in a newspaper
of record. Those notices are part of the
legal process. They ensure that resi-
dents are informed of public hearings,
ordinance changes, budget proposals
and other official actions before they
take effect.

For this newspaper, Sunshine Week
is not a one week observance. The prin-
ciples behind it guide our reporting ev-
ery week of the year. The right to know
is foundational to informed civic life. It
allows residents to read the record, at-
tend the meeting and review the docu-
ment for themselves.

Transparency is not a slogan. It is a
safeguard, and it is one worth under-
standing and protecting.

Daylight saving time may
impact your heart health

Losing an extra hour of sleep may not be the worst thing that
could happen when you “spring forward” at the start of daylight
saving time. According to the American Heart Association, the
world’s leading nonprofit organization focused on heart and brain
health for all, scientific researchers have noticed a marked in-
crease in heart attacks and strokes in the days following this time
change each year.

This year, daylight saving time began on Sunday, March 8. Day-
light saving time is the practice of setting the clocks an hour ahead
of standard time to achieve longer evening daylight in the summer
months. While gaining extra daylight may be a nice change, the
transition could come with some health challenges.

According to a study of hospital admissions across the state of
Michigan, there was a 24% increase in heart attacks on the Mon-
day following the switch to daylight saving time. In a study from
Finland, researchers found that the overall rate of ischemic stroke
was 8% percent higher during the first two days after a daylight
saving time transition. Other research has found that, in general,
more serious heart attacks occur on Mondays than on any other
day of the week, making the day after the time change even more
worrisome.

“We don’t really know exactly why there is an increase in heart
attacks and strokes during the change to daylight saving time.
It’s likely connected with the disruption to the body’s internal
clock, or its circadian rhythm,” said American Heart Association
Nebraska Executive Director, Chris Shives. “It’s important to be
aware of this increased risk, especially if you already have heart
disease or other risk factors. Recognize the signs of a heart attack
or stroke and call 9-1-1 if you or someone you’re with experience
any of those symptoms.”

The American Heart Association offers a few tips to get ahead
of the time change:

e Do start now to get outside and get as much natural light as
possible each day. This can help adjust your body rhythm for the
change to come.

* Do begin winding down a little earlier in the evenings ahead.
While you can never make up lost sleep, going into the time
change well-rested can help.

* Don’t compensate with extra caffeine. It may feel like an extra
coffee or two can help you through the mid-day slump, but too
much caffeine is not heart-healthy.

“We know that the amount and the quality of sleep a person gets
at any time of the year is essential to good health. That’s why the
American Heart Association has added sleep to our Life’s Essen-
tial 8™ , which is our equation of 4 health factors and 4 health
behaviors that are needed for good cardiovascular health,” Shives
said. “In addition to increasing the risk for cardiovascular condi-
tions like heart attack and stroke, lack of sleep may also put people
at risk of things like depression, cognitive decline and obesity.”

The Association’s Life’s Essential 8 recommended ideal level of
sleep is: 7-9 hours daily for adults; 8-10 hours daily for ages 13-
18 years; 9-12 hours daily for ages 6-12 years; and 10-16 hours
daily for ages 5 and younger.

“More than 1 in 3 adults do not get the recommended amount of
sleep for heart health. It’s important to maintain a healthy sleeping
pattern all year long, and there are some specific steps you can
take to set yourself up for a good night’s rest,” Shives said.

* Don’t hit snooze: Sleeping past your alarm can make you grog-
gier in the morning. Try putting your alarm clock across the room
so you must physically get out of bed to turn it off.

* Prioritize exposure to natural light: Maximize exposure to nat-
ural light during the day to regulate your body’s internal clock and
prepare for a restful night. Try going for a walk when you wake
up in the mornings to promote physical activity while getting nat-
ural sunlight.

e Eat a healthy, balanced diet: Enjoy a heart-healthy diet with
plenty of fiber-rich vegetables, fruits, legumes and whole grains
and balance your calories throughout the day. When you get more
calories late at night, sleep may be less peaceful.

e Watch what you drink: Drinking sugary, caffeinated or alco-
holic beverages may lead to more disruptions during the night.

e Limit afternoon naps: Avoid taking long naps during the day
because they can disrupt your sleep patterns and make it harder to
achieve restful sleep at night. Instead, focus on maintaining con-
sistent sleep patterns to support good overall sleep quality.

e Limit technology use in the evening: The blue light of most
electronic devices can interfere with your circadian rhythm and
melatonin production. Create a productive sleep environment by
keeping electronic devices out of the bedroom. Aim to disconnect
from screens at least one hour before bedtime to reduce exposure
to blue light and promote better sleep quality.

* Create a relaxing bedtime routine: Engage in calming activities
before bed, such as reading a book, journaling, taking a warm
bath, or practicing relaxation exercises like deep breathing or
meditation. Relaxing activities can help ease into a restful night’s
sleep.

“Making small changes in your daily habits can make a big dif-
ference in your sleep quality and overall health. Instead of turning
on the TV to help you fall asleep, try reading a book or journaling
about your day. Putting your phone in another room can also pre-
vent the temptation to scroll in bed,” Shives said. “Implementing
these small habits now can help you prepare for the upcoming
daylight saving time change and ensure your sleep patterns are
strong and more likely to remain consistent all year long.”

The Council approved the
final reading of Ordinance
2026-100, which amends
the terms of office for the
Council President and Act-
ing President.

Jorn said he spoke with
Nebraska regarding the
city’s delayed audit. The
audit is due by March 31,
2026. A just cause hearing
will be needed to justify the
delay of the audit report.
The City will have until
the end of May to submit
the audit, or the state will
start withholding highway
funds and motor vehicle
fees.

“We do not forfeit
anything until after six
months,” said Jorn. “If it
is not completed within
six months of the original
due date, then we forfeit
everything.”

The state stated that last
year’s audit was approved
and there are no concerns
regarding it.

The Council approved
the HBE audit bid for a
two-year contract, with a
cost of $37,700.00 for the
first year.

Approval was given for
the 2026 Retail Liquor Li-
cense renewal as presented
in the Falls City Journal.

A motion to approve a re-
quest for a special liquor li-
cense for March 21, 2026,
at Prichard Auditorium for
a wrestling event was ap-
proved 7-0.

Parks and Recreation Di-
rector Briar Burr submitted
a request for a proposal for
Tree Maintenance. Burr
stated the project includes
pruning nearly 600 trees.
Burr also mentioned that
Stanton Lake was not part
of this current bid. The
project covers 77 trees at
Dallas Jones Park, 48 trees
at Grandview, 35 trees at
City Hall, Legion Park, and
Water Tower Mini Park, 41
trees at the auditorium, 28
trees in the Downtown Re-
vitalization Zone and Falls
City Library, and 368 trees
at Steele Cemetery.

The grant the city is ap-
plying for does not require
matching funds.

Councilperson  Leyden
made a motion to approve
the solicitation for the
Tree Maintenance Request
for Proposal. The motion
passed 7-0.

The Board entered a
closed meeting to discuss
a request for a leave of ab-
sence to avoid unnecessary
damage to the reputation
of someone who has not
requested a public meeting.

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Winning tradition
runs strong within
Irish families

The Falls City Sacred Heart Irish basketball team will
participate in the NSAA State Tournament this week in
Lincoln.

Irish fans have enjoyed a streak of success over the
years, especially since Hall-of-Fame Coach Doug Goltz
took over the program in the late 1980s. The Irish are
competing in the state tournament for the 26th time, their
22nd appearance since Goltz’s first title in 1988. His
teams won four consecutive titles from 1988 to 1991 and
have claimed ten titles overall. The Irish have finished as
runners-up twice: in 1947 and 1974. Three times, Sacred
Heart has ended the season in third place.

This year, three Irish seniors—Cole Taft, Brenden Le-
merond, and Cooper Knobbe—also have fathers who
wore the green and white for Coach Goltz and won state
championships. The list also includes grandparents and
great-grandparents. Taft’s grandfather, Greg Smith, was
part of the 1974 runner-up Irish team. Cooper’s grandfa-
ther, John Knobbe, and Brenden’s great-grandfather, Chi-
co Marx, played for the Irish, graduating in 1951.

Taft’s dad, Troy, was a two-time champion with Sacred
Heart. His teams won the Class D1 titles in 1999 and
2001. Brian Lemerond secured the 1999 state champion-
ship, and Kent Knobbe was part of the four-peat dynasty
from 1988-1991.

Way back in 1951, John Knobbe led the Irish with 286
points, averaging 11.4 points per game. Chico Marx also
played on the ’51 team, scoring a total of 103 points for
the season.

In 1974, Greg Smith’s team became the first Irish squad
to reach the state tournament since 1947. The Irish fin-
ished the year with a 19-5 record, losing to Palmer 68-57
in the finals at the Coliseum.

The 1999 team finished with a record of 26-1, defeating
Paxton 72-56 to win the title. Lemerond averaged 12.3
points per game and scored 15 points in the champion-
ship game. Taft, a sophomore, was also part of the team.

The 2001 team finished 24-5, defeating Spencer-Naper
59-44 for the D1 championship. Taft scored 279 points
during the season, averaging 10 points per game.

Kent Knobbe was part of arguably some of the best Irish
basketball teams of all time. In his four seasons, Sacred
Heart finished with 95 wins and 5 losses.

As a freshman, Knobbe’s team finished 23-1 and beat
Humphrey St. Francis 65-58 to win the D1 title.

In the following season, SH beat Maxwell 82-53 to
win the championship. That team finished a perfect 26-0.
Knobbe scored eight points in the final game.

The 1990 team kept pushing through the competition,
finishing with a 23-2 record and beating Hampton 85-65
to win the D2 championship. Knobbe scored 13 points in
the final at the Devaney Center.

There was no disappointment in 1991. The Fighting
Irish finished the season with a 23-2 record, defeating
Hildreth 76-54 to secure the program’s fourth title in four
attempts. Knobbe excelled in the finals, scoring 17 points,
grabbing 10 rebounds, making four steals, and blocking
three shots.

Cooper, Brenden, and Cole have grown up with the
Irish program, working as ballboys in the 2018,2019, and
2020 seasons. Now, these three have a chance to make
history alongside their fathers, grandfathers, and even
great-grandfathers.

The Irish open the 2026 state tourney as the seventh
seed and play the No. 2 seed Archangels Catholic De-
fenders, formerly Humphrey St. Francis, on Wednesday
at 6:00 p.m. at the Devaney Center. The Irish enter the
game at 17-8, while the Archangels are 24-2.

After a two-year absence, the
Irish are back at the state tourney

The Sacred Heart storybook season will continue af-
ter the Irish took down the Leyton Warriors in the D2-8
District Final at the Roh Activity Center on Monday. Sa-
cred Heart, the No. 8 seed, wore down the ninth-seeded
Warriors and pulled away for a 67-51 win.

The win improved the Irish to 17-8, while Leyton’s
season ended with 17 wins and six losses. The Irish
head to Lincoln having won 12 of 13 games. Leyton
has faced the Irish four times now; the first three were
at state, and the Irish have an unblemished 4-0 record
against the Warriors.

To the naked eye, the Sacred Heart season may have
looked bleak ten games in. The Irish were just 4-6 after
a loss to Tri County at the MUDECAS Tournament in
Beatrice. However, the tough competition led the Irish
to finish the year as winners of 13 of 15 contests, losing
only to Auburn and Johnson-Brock down the stretch.
Three of the teams the Irish lost to will compete at the
NSAA State Tourney: Syracuse and Auburn in Class C1
and EMF in C2.

On Monday, Leyton opened with the game’s first
bucket, but Bo Fletcher spotted up in the corner and
drained a triple just seconds after the Warriors had taken
the 2-0 lead. The relentless Irish defense forced a turn-
over, leading to a Fletcher layup, and SH led 5-2 after

just one minute. By the end of the first quarter, SH trailed

by one, 9-10. However, the pressure from the Irish de-
fense was mounting. The Warriors turned the ball over
eight times in the opening quarter.

With 5:45 on the clock in the second, Brenden Le-
merond hit his first three of the night, giving the Irish
a 14-12 advantage. A steal and triple by Cole Taft gave
SH its largest lead of the night, 17-12. The Warriors
stormed back to tie the game at 17 with 4:50 to go in
the half and took the lead, 20-17, with 3:45 on the clock.
That’s when the Irish went to work. SH closed the half
on a 15-0 run in the final 1:30 to lead 32-17 at the break.
Fletcher went 3-3 from beyond the arc, and Taft was 2-2
as the Irish quickly took control of the contest. The Irish
defense played a big role in the offensive run, as SH
forced 16 first-half turnovers.

Leyton closed the gap to nine in the third, but a 9-0

run pushed the Irish advantage to 18, 47-29. A three
from Taft as the clock expired put the Irish in front 50-
35 with eight minutes remaining.

JJ Lancaster began the fourth with a trey, putting the
Irish in front by 16, 53-37. The Warriors rattled off four
straight to cut the lead to 12, 53-41, with 6:02 to play.
With 1:41 on the clock, Taft sealed the win with his
sixth three as the shot clock wound down, putting SH in
the lead, 64-48. One final three, this time by Lemerond,
gave the Irish a 19-point lead, 67-48, with :23 to go.

Senior Cole Taft passed a milestone on Monday
night, surpassing the 1,000-point career mark. Taft’s 23
points put him at 1,014 for his career.

Sacred Heart sank 14 triples in the contest, seven in
the second quarter alone. SH converted 24-of-66 shots
(36%) while Leyton made 20-of-44 tries (46%). The
Warriors held a 37-24 rebound edge, but the Irish de-
fense made up for it by forcing 28 turnovers.

Fletcher led the Irish with 30 points and six steals.
Taft added 23 points and four assists, while Lemerond
furnished eight points, five boards, five assists and three
steals.

SH Scoring: Taft 23, Fletcher 30, Lemerond 8, Lan-
caster 3, Clow 2, Baxter 1.

Leyton Scoring: Watchorn 1, VanAnne 5, Borgmann
15, Miller 15, Townsend 3, Beutler 12.

The Irish are making their 26th trip to the NSAA
State Tournament, but first since falling in the opening
round to Parkview Christian in 2023. Sacred Heart is
an 11-time state champion and has finished runner-up
twice. The most recent state title came in 2021.

If Coach Doug Goltz’s team continues to get good
guard play, the Irish have a great opportunity to get deep
into the tournament. Coach Doug Goltz enters the tour-
ney with a 780-227 record, including a 42-11 mark at
the NSAA State Tournament.

The Irish will play on Wednesday, March 11, 2026,
at the Devaney Center against Archangels Catholic (24-
2) at 6:00 p.m. The 7th-seeded Irish (17-8) last faced
Archangels, formerly Humphrey St. Francis, in 2021.
SH defeated the Flyers 63-41 in the semifinals. SH also
defeated the Flyers in the championship in 2020, 45-33.
