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Mold issue in Courthouse discussed

The Richardson County
Board of Commissioners
met on Wednesday, April
1, 2026. Commissioners
Karas, Campbell and Cav-
erzagie answered the roll
call.

Sheriff Hardesty told the
Board that the jail facility
was currently housing 14
inmates. He also stated the
new Sheriff’s Department
truck won’t be ready until
mid-May. The Sheriff also
received a phone number
of an individual in Nemaha
County who is doing vehi-
cle installs.

Next, Ted Godemann and
Steve Frederick met with
the Commissioners to dis-
cuss workplace safety and
biohazards. Godemann be-
gan by saying he had met
with the Board within the
last two years and, at that
time, discussed blood test
results his wife, Mona, had
received that tested posi-
tive for mold.

At that time, the Board
had her office tested for
mold. Godemann said on
the day the office was test-
ed, it “smelled heavily” of
bleach and “had been gone

over pretty good.”

Chairman Caverzagie re-
butted, saying they hadn’t
cleaned the office and
didn’t even know anyone
had been there to test it un-
til they received the results.
According to Caverzagie,
the office was tested on
August 29,2024.
Godemann continued,
stating his wife worked
in many different offices
and locations throughout
the courthouse for over 20
years.

“The point is that mold
may not be primary,” said
Godemann. “But it com-
promises immune systems
that normally would help
mitigate  health  condi-
tions.”

He said he wasn’t there to
point fingers at anyone, but
he wanted to raise aware-
ness of the situation and
ensure it received proper
attention.

“You’re the ones respon-
sible for the county em-
ployee, health and safety,”
Godemann told the Com-
missioners.

He asked the Board to
hire a qualified and li-

censed mold remediation
contractor.

Mr. Godemann also
showed the Board mold
samples gathered by a
Courthouse employee.
Godemann provided a
list of many former court-
house employees who
have either died or are
dealing with health prob-
lems. Godemann stopped
short of blaming mold for
the issues but said, “mold
compromises the immune
system.”

Mr. Godemann said he’s
aware the current Board
hasn’t caused the issues;
he just wants them to take
care of it.

“You didn’t start it, I'm
just asking you to get it fin-
ished,” said Godemann.

Bethaney Godemann,
Richardson County Court
Clerk Magistrate, said,
“All we want is a safe and
healthy workplace; we
don’t want to breathe this
toxic in. I know that the av-
erage people don’t under-
stand how bad mold can
be, but going through what
we did with my mom, we
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spread out grabbing eggs
during the Easter egg hunt
hosted by Falls City Nurs-
ing and Rehab on April 4.

What the heart wants (is exercise)

Cardiovascular disease remains the most common
cause of death in the US as well as a very common
cause of chronic illness and disability. Heart attacks,
heart failure, and strokes result in about 2500 deaths
per day in the US, according to the American Heart
Association®. While huge strides continue to be made
in treatment of these events, including medications and
procedural abilities, as always, prevention is the best
medicine.

Many risk factors exist for cardiovascular disease;
some, such as genetics or family history, are out of
one’s control. However, there are many things we can
do to reduce our risk, including quitting smoking and
controlling high blood pressure, high cholesterol, or
diabetes. One behavior that applies to us all is to get
enough exercise.

The American Heart Association® recommends
getting at least 150 minutes of moderate intensity ex-
ercise or 75 minutes of vigorous exercise per week,
preferably spread over several days in the week. Mod-
erate exercise might include brisk walking, gardening,
or leisurely biking. Vigorous exercise might include
walking on an incline, jogging or running, or heavy
yard work. Additionally, they recommend resistance or
strength training be included twice per week.

Starting from sedentary? No problem, but don’t ex-
pect to go from zero to 150 minutes in the first week.
Listen to your body; you can even start with walking
or chair exercise for ten minutes per day. You will find
that with consistency you will be able to build on that
week to week. Most importantly, find a physical ac-
tivity that you enjoy enough to keep doing. For many
people, exercising with a family member or friend re-
ally helps.

We know that regular exercise can cut the risk of
cardiovascular disease substantially; one large study
showed a reduction in mortality by over 20%, with
more exercise giving even greater protection. How
exercise benefits the heart goes beyond its effect on
obvious markers like weight; exercise improves blood
flow in the vessels around the heart in a way that re-
duces future bad outcomes. As I tell my patients when
we discuss exercise, its benefits are far greater than its
effect on weight. Your heart will thank you for the ex-
ercise no matter what the scale says.

So let’s all get moving this week! Any exercise is
better than none, and there is something out there for
everyone. The heart wants what it wants, and that’s ex-
ercise.

Another year, another round of tax
breaks to retain corporations

“To the Arch by March.”

That was the scary slo-
gan circulating throughout
Omaha back in the 1980s
when both Union Pacific
and ConAgra were threat-
ening to move their cor-
porate headquarters out of
the River City. (U.P. was
said to be looking at St.
Louis, home of the Gate-
way Arch.)

That meant that hundreds
of good paying jobs would
be leaving Nebraska and
that Omaha’s status as a
home of corporate head-
quarters would be dimin-
ished.

Never fear, the Nebras-
ka Legislature and then-
Gov. Kay Orr responded
with the “Investment and
Growth Act,” Legislative
Bill 775, which offered
millions in tax breaks to
companies who invested
money and expanded em-
ployment in the state.

“Major revisions in Ne-
braska’s tax structure are
necessary to accomplish
economic  revitalization
of Nebraska,” read the of-
ficial justification of LB
775, which was billed as
a way to make the state
“competitive” with other
states offering similar tax
breaks.

Fast forward to today,
and the State Legislature
is again passing tax breaks
to retain, attract and in-
spire expansion of busi-
nesses.

It seems there’s never
enough tax incentives for
businesses.

LB 775 begat the Advan-
tage Act of 2005, which
begat the ImagiNE Ne-
braska Act of 2020, which
begat this year’s “Grow
the Good Life Act.”

State Auditor Mike Fo-
ley, a black-belt finder of
waste and abuse in state
government, fired a warn-
ing shot in February with
a letter to state lawmak-
ers. He warned that cur-
rent state tax incentives
lacked sufficient oversight
to ensure that state funds
weren’t flowing to busi-
nesses that hadn’t earned
them via job expansion
and new investment.

The state’s incentive
programs, Foley point-
ed out, had cost the state
$1.2 billion over the past
four years. Some of those
funds, he said, had contin-
ued flowing to businesses
that had declared bank-
ruptcy or had abandoned
an expansion project.

Local communities, the
auditor said, had contrib-
uted nearly $181 million
in sales tax breaks to busi-
nesses — that’s money and
you and I have to make up
to fund city services, in
part through higher prop-
erty taxes.

I remember the anguish
on my state senator’s face
back in the ‘80s when he
described his support for
LB 775.

He said hated to do it —
because it meant fewer
funds for state services
and tax breaks for you and
I — but it had to be done.
Omaha, and the state,
can’t afford to lose busi-
nesses like Union Pacific
and ConAgra, the law-
maker said.

Boy, have we heard that
argument over and over.

But it is a difficult issue,
and companies basically
have state leaders over a
barrel — “pay up, or we’ll
move.”

It’s a disgusting conun-
drum. (And it doesn’t al-
ways work — ConAgra
eventually moved its HQ
to Chicago. Though, it
must be noted, they kept a
lot of jobs in Omaha.)

Nebraska, due to its high
property taxes, has histori-
cally ranked high on taxes
compared to other states.

But the state has made
progress in recent years,
thanks mostly to a grad-
ual, deep cut in state in-
come taxes.

Nebraska now ranks 22nd
among the states in “tax
competitiveness.” That’s
aranking I think we’d take
if it was the NU football
team (though probably not
one we’d accept if it was
our basketball team, wres-
tlers or volleyball squad).

We always tout the ad-
vantages of locating in our
state — low cost of living,
cheap energy, abundant
water, friendly people and
a dedicated workforce.

But, when companies
come threatening to move
away, that’s all forgotten
as we open up the state’s
pocket book and provide
more tax breaks.

The supreme president of the B.P.O. Does, Mrs. Bernice Breland of McCook, was
a guest of the local Does at a regular meeting held at the Elks Lodge. Mrs. John Eitel,
president, presided at the regular lodge session.

Mr. and Mrs. Bob Gillispie of Kansas City were the parents of a son, Daniel Joseph.
Mrs. Gillispie was the former Betty Buchanan of Falls City.

Flood waters in the upper Mississippi River near St. Paul, Minnesota, were reaching
all-time highs.

The new parking meters in downtown Falls City were up and operational. Time
limits ranged from 12 minutes to two hours. They were set at a 12-minute parking rate
for each penny deposited, or one hour parking for a nickel.

learned a lot about it, and it
is very, very dangerous.”

“It’s not something that
can’t be dealt with on a very
straightforward basis,” said
Mr. Godemann.

A motion
was made by Commission-
er Karas to accept the bid
for the Dawson Northwest
Project No. C74(2023-05)
from Van Dorn Valley, LLC,
for $40,720.78. The motion
carried 3-0.

A discussion was also held
about implementing GPS
and an Al-Integrated camera
system for County vehicles
through Verizon. The sys-
tem aims to improve safety
and reduce liability.

The county could reduce
insurance costs by up to 15
percent if cameras were in-
stalled in vehicles.

Darveau initially said the
idea of installing cameras
came after a child ran out in
front of a county truck. He
mentioned the cost for the
cameras would be $52.70
per vehicle per month, or
roughly $15,000 per year.

Darveau said they will
have the ability to print re-
ports for each vehicle, en-
abling them to see if a vehi-
cle has been sitting or when
aroad last had rock on it.

The Commissioners will
examine the information
provided and discuss it at a
future meeting.

The Board opened sealed
bids for the 2026 Scrub Mas-
tic Project No. C-74(2026-
02) for the Dustless High-
way. One bid was received
from Hall Brothers, Inc. for
$271,043.52, with a start
date of July 6 and a comple-
tion date of July 16, 2026.
Caverzagie made a motion
to accept the bid; the motion
passed 3-0.

A quote from Jones Air
Conditioning for $2,542.00
for the replacement of a
heating/cooling unit in the
Assessor’s office was ap-
proved. Claims were paid,
and the meeting was ad-
journed at 10:33 a.m.

struction of the park.

The Stone Street Am-
phitheater and Park is de-
signed as a vibrant, multi-
use public space that will
serve residents and visitors
alike. Plans include a cov-
ered performance stage,
flexible green space for
seating and events, shad-
ed gathering areas, walk-
ing paths, and landscaped
features that incorporate
opportunities for public art
sculptures. Located direct-
ly north of the Falls City
Library and Arts Center,
the park will enhance con-
nectivity within downtown
and provide a central hub
for performances, markets,
and community program-
ming.

While initial funding al-
lows construction to move
forward, additional dona-
tions will be sought to sup-
port key enhancements, in-
cluding decorative privacy
fencing along the alleyway,
audio/visual  equipment,
picnic tables, trash recep-
tacles, public art installa-
tions, and other amenities
that will elevate the overall
experience of the space.

The park is owned by the
City of Falls City and is
being developed through
a collaborative partner-
ship between the Falls City

Creative District, Rich-
ardson County Arts and
Humanities and Falls City
Chamber and Main Street.
This partnership will en-
sure strong programming,
active use, and long-term
stewardship of the space.

Additional grant applica-
tions are currently pending.
If awarded, these funds
would support expand-
ed improvements such as
ADA-compliant sidewalk
renovations, development
of the Mini Park across
the street, integrating chil-
dren’s musical playground
equipment, and a poten-
tial addition of public re-
strooms.

The Stone Street Amphi-
theater and Park is one of
several projects funded
through the Nebraska Arts
Council’s Creative District
Development Grant pro-
gram, which awarded over
$1 million to 13 districts
across the state. The pro-
gram supports initiatives
designed to drive cultural
tourism, economic devel-
opment, and community
revitalization.

“We’re excited to support
the Creative Districts and
see the economic growth
these projects will bring to
their communities,” said
Rachel Morgan, Program
Specialist at the Nebraska
Arts Council.

Senator Hallstrom Newsletter

We are down to the final few working days of the 2026
Legislative Session with adjournment currently sched-
uled for Friday, April 17.

The two main budget bills, LB 1071 and LB 1072,
passed Final Reading and have been sent to Governor
Pillen’s desk for signing. In arriving at a balanced bud-
get, the Legislature faced significant fiscal challenges.
We started off the session with a projected $471 mil-
lion deficit which was increased to $646 million after
the Economic Advisory Forecasting Board met in late
February. The budget shortage was ultimately addressed
through a combination of spending cuts, fund transfers,
and a $130 million withdrawal from the state’s cash re-
serve.

FLOOR ACTION

LB 901, a Revenue Committee Priority Bill, passed
Final Reading last week. My bill LB 873, which was
added as an amendment to LB 901. It will impose a 10%
excise tax on the retail sale of kratom products to con-
sumers effective January 1, 2027.

LB 967, a Banking Committee priority bill, also
passed Final Reading last week. A bill that I sponsored,
LB 1138, was contained in that measure. LB 1138
adopts the Nebraska Protection of Seniors from Insur-
ance Exploitation Act. The bill is designed to provide
insurance companies and producers with the legal tools
and immunity needed to identify, report, and temporari-
ly halt transactions that appear to be the result of finan-
cial exploitation of “eligible adults” (seniors or vulner-
able adults).

LB 803, a Revenue Committee priority bill, has ad-
vanced to Select File. Two bills that I introduced, LB
575 and LB 938, were amended into this package.
LB575 limits political subdivisions’ ability to increase
property taxes when property valuations exceed the val-
uations from the previous year. The bill would limit the
amount of property taxes collected to the same amount
collected the previous year unless overridden by a two-
thirds majority vote of the governing body. The bill also
moves the joint public hearing from September to July,
to allow more time to adjust budgets following public
input. These joint public hearings are required whenev-
er a political subdivision is seeking to exceed the al-
lowable growth percentage in its property tax request.
LB803, as amended, creates the First-Time Home Buyer
Savings Account Act, which allows individuals or cou-
ples to establish a savings account to be used for a down
payment and closing costs associated with the purchase
of a primary residence by first-time home buyers and
to deduct such contributions and earnings thereon from
their federal adjusted gross income.

Often undersized, Irish boys battle with the best

The Sacred Heart Irish
basketball team often
faced teams with bigger
lineups, but none could
outdo the Irish grit and de-
termination.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THIS 1ST DAY OF APRIL, 2026, pursuant to the
Noxious Weed Control Act, section 2-955, subsection 1(a), to every
person who owns or controls land in Richardson County, Nebraska,
that noxious weeds being grown, or growing on, such land shall be
controlled at such frequency as to prevent establishment, provide
eradication, or reduce further propagation or dissemination of such

weeds.

Upon failure to observe this netice, the county weed superintendent is

required to:

1. Proceed pursuant to the law and issue legal notice to the land-

owner of property infested with noxious weeds and giving such
landowner 15 days to control the noxious weed infestation. Con-
viction for noncompliance may result in a $100.00 per day fine to
the landowner with a maximum fine of $1500.00; or

2. Should more immediate control be required, proceed pursuant
to the law and have the weeds controlled by such method as
he/she finds necessary, the expense of which shall constitute a
lien and be entered as a tax against the land, and be collected
as other real estate taxes are collected, or by other means as
provided by law.

Also, the public is notified that noxious weed seed and propagative
parts may be disseminated through the movement of machinery
and equipment, trucks, grain and seed, hay, straw, nursery stock,
fencing materials, sod, manure, and soil as well as articles of sim-
ilar nature. Methods of treatment have been prescribed by the Di-
rector of Agriculture and may be obtained from the County Weed

Control office.
